Greeter - 8:40 a.m.-9:15 a.m. or 10:40 a.m.-11:15 a.m. —
Greet everyone as they walk in the main doors. Help
direct families to the nursery or kids area.

Usher - 9:40 a.m. to 10:30 a.m. or 10:40 a.m. to 12:30
p.m. - Ushers greet people as they enter the
auditorium, help direct families to the nursery or kids
area, seat families in the auditorium, take and count
offering, distribute handouts at the end of service,
and be attentive to noise and other distractions
during service.

Technical Arts Team

Coffee — 7:00 a.m. to 9:00 a.m. or 10:15 to 11:00 a.m. —
Make coffee and set up coffee table in both the
upstairs and downstairs lobby.

Guest Central - 9:40 a.m. to 10:30 a.m. or 10:40 a.m.
to 12:30 p.m. — Man the Guest Central counter before
and after service. Answer questions and provide
resources to guests.

Tear Down - Tear down tables in the lobby, wash
coffee pots, tidy the theatre and return everything to
its proper place.

Light Tech - Oversees all lighting in the auditorium and on the stage and operates stage and house lights during
the service to create a dynamic and comfortable environment.

Media Tech - Prepares the projector, screen, and laptop for media display on Sunday mornings. Runs all slides and

videos that coincide with each part of the service.

Sound Tech - Sets up the sound board and oversees all audio for the service. Sets the band's monitor mixes and
the front-of-house mix. Controls audio levels, mutes, effects, EQ's, and dynamics for each part of the service
including the worship set, videos, speaker(s), and pre/post-service background music. Sets up and runs the

notebook used to record audio for the podcast.

Nursery - Hold and care for babies, as well as making
mothers who want to sit with their babies feel
welcome and comfortable.

Tear Down - Pack up toys and supplies that were
used during service and load into boxes.
