[chapter one] life in community—the why ::

Groups will explore what scripture says about life in community, and how it is one of the primary vehicles God uses to shape, challenge, heal and come alongside of us.

[chapter two] life in community—the how ::

Groups will discuss THE BEACON’s value and vision for life in community, and how Life Groups Ministry supports that vision.

[chapter three] life in community—sharing our stories ::

LG Leaders will share their post-it storyboard, and facilitate members creating their own storyboards [will be shared over the next several chapters—two per week]

Building Your Time Line
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[chapter four] God’s story—the why ::

We will challenge groups to re-think how they approach Scripture—and that it is more than Abraham’s, Moses’ or Paul’s story…it is God’s story.  

[chapter five] God’s story—the how ::

Groups will be led through exercises that will enrich their ability to study and engage Scripture.  

[chapter six] God’s story—alternate gathering [FUN!!] ::

Time to have some fun as a group…plan a potluck, go bowling, have a game night, or some other activity that will allow members to get to know one another and have some fun together!

[chapter seven] life on mission—the why ::

Groups will discuss God’s mandate [OT + NT] for His people to care for the poor and needy—and how caring for others ultimately brings glory to God.

[chapter eight] life on mission—the how ::

Groups will learn the difference between “real” needs and “perceived” ones.  They will also be taught how to look at the world with a new set of eyes—scanning to see what God is already doing in their midst, and how they can join Him!

[chapter nine] life on mission—alternate gathering [listening experience] ::

Groups will walk the neighborhoods where they meet once again…only this time looking for hints as to who the needy are.  

[chapter ten] spiritual practices—the individual ::

Group members will learn what their “God language” is, and how spiritual practices are simply the things we do to intentionally put ourselves in a position to hear from and experience God. 

[chapter eleven] spiritual practices—the community ::

Groups will learn how to experience God corporately through prayer, mediation on scripture, confession, worship and more.

[chapter twelve] spiritual practices—alternate gathering [prayer walk] ::

Time to “practice” spiritual practices both individually and as a group.  Life Groups will walk the neighborhoods where they meet to pray for those who live and work there.

[chapter thirteen] building healthy communities—what I bring ::

Group members will “discover their strengths,” and discuss what it looks like to live and serve out of one’s God-given abilities.

[chapter fourteen] building healthy communities—dysfunctions of team ::

Groups will learn what behaviors can make a group dysfunctional—lack of trust, lack of conflict, lack of commitment, etc.

[chapter fifteen]  building healthy communities—writing a covenant ::  Groups will discuss what commitment to a Life Group entails, and then together write a covenant that reflects how the group will do life and serve together.
