We’ve had the honor of hosting amazing speakers including Doug Addison, Seth Dahl from Bethel Church in Redding California, and Jim Rogers from Colorado. It was such a wonderful time of equipping for our students. These speakers not only taught the students but also did one to two day conferences, our first GSSM-SA sponsored conferences! Doug taught on dream interpretation and even though we’ve both been dreaming or had dreams interpreted for a long time, it was amazing to see certain dreams we’ve had that we’ve misinterpreted or even forgotten about. Jim Rogers did a healing service the one night and the church was so packed out that people were sitting in the lobby! The reality is that we are a victorious church.  We tackled all the hard scriptures that are used in most end times’ studies. The feedback from students was unbelievable and the majority of them said their perspectives before that week were very negative, but now they understand what the scripture really says. What was most exciting for the class (and me) was the focus on Matthew 25.  Jesus used six different examples to get His point across that no one knows when the end will come, only the Father in Heaven.  He told us to be found doing what God has called us to do.  At the end of the teaching sessions students felt such a peace about the “end times”.  It was such an awesome week with the presence of God and His spirit of truth opening people’s eyes to what the scriptures really mean. 

We want to thank you again for all your love, prayers and support. We love to watch as God continues to teach us more about Him and about ourselves as we continue on this journey together. We ask that you please pray with us as we both desire to return to the States for a few weeks during the Christmas season to spend time with family and friends and to personally connect with as many of you as will be possible.
