The next day her daughter asked if we could go again to pray for her mom. After a meeting Danie and I were getting our stuff together to go and pray for her when all of a sudden I look up and there she was, walking towards us. She had just walked about one mile to tell us she feels GREAT, she slept through the entire night and wants us to pray a blessing over her again. Come on Jesus!! One day she could barely walk and the next day she’s walking a mile, completely fine! To the natural mind that makes no sense, but I don’t have to understand everyway the Lord works, I just have to know Him and trust in what He is doing at that moment.

The directors asked me to teach on the Glory of God and I’ve had somewhat of a hard time trying to put what I’ve experienced into a teaching. I’ve been having amazing experiences with the Father and have been waiting to hear how He wants me to teach on the very essence of who He is… No Pressure! 

We just realized this week that on October 20th we would have been here for one full year! Can’t believe it’s been that long already.
