Two daughters would be arriving today 
from Oregon and Illinois I wanted everything 
perfect; no mess ups! 
 
I started to work. Suddenly I felt a presence in 
the room. Looking down I saw Hunny, my dog, 
sitting at my feet with a longing look in her 
eyes. I announced to her that I was busy and 
had no intention of playing fetch, as I noted a 
toy protruding from her mouth and a soft look 
of “please” from her cocked head. At my feet, 
she had deposited 3 fetch toys which she 
brought quietly into my office.
