Kingdom Faith Part 19
A New Creation People

As It Was In The Beginning

Gen 1:26
We are blessed to live in a day when the Lord is challenging us to consider anew many of the things we thought we understood

Not to discard the things we have been taught

But to take a fresh look at them and determine what is of God and what is of man

One of the greatest areas to direct our attention is to our purpose as His children

It is foolishness to believe that God’s purpose in creating man was just so He could save him from hell and provide a place for him in heaven when he died
What was God’s ultimate purpose in creating man?

From just a quick reading of Genesis it is easy to conclude that God created Adam and then “turned him loose” to have dominion and to rule over His creation

It seems like Adam was given the responsibility to make sure everything worked right


We could see Adams purpose as one of keeping track of and caring for God’s creation

So it is easy for us to say when Adam sinned he lost his place of dominion and it is our duty to try to regain it

But if we reread it now after study “Kingdom Faith” we realize that the creation of the things that are only of the “created” realm was completed on the sixth day – before God created man

In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth (Gen 1:12-25)


Day one – He brought forth light and separated it from darkness, formed day and night



Day two – He created the firmament, separated the waters above and beneath – the sky

Day three – established dry land and the seas, began to create living things to populate the land and the seas, vegetation
Day four – He created the sun, moon, and stars

Day Five – all that lives in the sea and the birds of the air

After each day when the day when He had finished His creative work, He saw that it was good and that was the end of that day’s creative activity
Lets consider the sixth day with that in mind

His creative work for the created realm was finished when the last creeping thing made its appearance (Gen 1:25)

All of the things He had created up until He “saw that it was good” on the sixth day were things that had their being in and were limited to the realm of created things
It was after this that He said (Gen 1:26)

This makes it very clear, in the light of our study, that man was not just another part of God’s creation of the “seen” realm things
All the other created things were indeed expressions of God’s character and nature

But man was different, He was the only created thing made in the image and likeness of God!


Adam was not created to be, and never was, an independent being working for God

God created man to be the vessel in which He Himself could live and through whom he could express His love to the rest of His creation
God formed an “earthen vessel” form the dust of the ground and filled that vessel with His own divine Life

Apart from that breath of divine Life Adam was just a pile of dust without a nature

But when God breathed into him, Adam became more than just a container

He was now filled with Love, a partaker of the Divine Nature
In his spirit, in the essence of his person, he was by nature a child of God!

After God had created the heavens and the earth and everything that was in them His final act of creation was to make for Himself and earthly home in which He could dwell in the midst of His creation
Man is not the centerpiece of God’s creation designed to rule independently over all the rest of the created things

He was designed to be the servant through whom the invisible God could express His love to His visible creation
The basic reality of man is that he is an earthen vessel, body, soul, & spirit, a living container that is designed not to be an independent being but to be the expression of the Life of God


From the moment of Adam’s creation he was indwelt and controlled by the Life of God


His inner most being, his spirit, his true identity was the Life of God

Everything else, his body & soul, his mind & will, his emotions, were all the means by which God wanted to express His love to His creation

They were instruments through which He could participate in the create realm

Adam’s will was to do the will of the Father who dwelt in him

His eye was single toward God and his whole being was light

Adam could have said the same words as Jesus (Jn 5:19; 14:10)

Adam was the dwelling place of God on earth

Everything in creation was an expression of God Himself
Every tree, bird, flower, fish, animal, mountain was a unique presentation of the awesome love and beauty and majesty of its Creator
*But none of them was created in such a way that God could dwell in it and express Himself through it
Think of it this way:

Every painting is an expression of the artist, every part of it is an expression of himself

But when he is done he has no other way to interact with his creation except to hang it on the wall and admire it

He has no way of expressing to it how pleased he is with it


That is the same thing in each day of creation with God



Day by day His glory and majesty became more visible



Finally on the sixth day God completed His painting and “it was good”



But unlike the artist God wasn’t content with hanging it on a wall (Gen 1:26)



Adam was created to be the means by which the artist could live in His creation

Because he was from both the “seen” and “unseen” realm he could participate in both realms
Here I think we finally see the real reason for God creating man – to have complete fellowship with His creation

Adam was the link between both the “seen” and “unseen” realm

He was intended to be the bridge
One final thought


Adam could only be in one place at one time so… (Gen 1:28)

He was to fill the earth with sons and daughters who would also be in the likeness and image of God

Earthen vessels in whom the Life of God would dwell
As they multiplied and spread out to the ends of the earth they would also be spreading God’s kingdom of light

Through them God would be expressing His love to and exercising His dominion over His whole creation
