Kingdom Faith Part 21
A New Beginning

Gen 3:15-23
On the day that Adam sinned God put him out of the Garden, that was a tragic day, because man had been created to be the dwelling place and expression of God in the midst of His creation

So instead of that man became a farmer


The ground was cursed because of Adam’s disobedience

But this was also a day hope (vs. 15)

Here was the promise of a Deliver, the promise that from Adam’s descendants would come on who would overcome and restore that which Adam had lost

Adam’s children were now containers of the same spirit of darkness that indwelt their father so as the years passed things went from bad to worse (Gen 6:5-7)

So God sent the Flood which cleansed the earth of every living thing, but Noah and his family (Gen 6:8)

Through Noah God preserved both mankind and also every living creature to replenish the earth

But Noah’s descendants, like the previous generation of the descendants of Adam, turned away from the Lord (Eph 2:3)


In their pride they began to build a tower to exalt themselves above God


So God confused their language and scattered them

But out of the midst of them He chose Abraham to fulfill the promise he gave to Adam and Eve

From Abraham’s descendants would come the “seed of the woman” 


The one who would destroy the works of Satan

For the next 2000 years God dealt with the descendants of Abraham as they went from serving Him to idol worship


Throughout those centuries God spoke to His people by the prophets 


Through them He renewed the promise of the one who was to come (Gal 4:4-5)

The Promise Fulfilled

When Gabriel spoke to Mary about the birth Jesus he was announcing the fulfillment of that glorious promise first made to Adam and Eve (Lk 1:35)


Jesus was born of a woman so He was truly a man


But he was NOT a son of Adam – that is beautiful…………


He was born of the Spirit so He was not of Adam’s lineage; He was the son of God (Phil 2:6-7)

The basic reality of man is that he is an earthen vessel, a container


Jesus being born in the likeness of men means He was a container, like all men


Every child born of Adam is, by his natural birth, a container filled with Adam’s sinful nature

But Jesus was not a son of Adam, He was the son of God so He did not partake of the sinful nature of Adam

Instead He was filled with the nature of His Father

He was a container (Col 2:9)

Jesus was the dwelling place of God on earth


He was like Adam, the link between the “unseen” and the “seen”

Now for the first time since Adam, God had a Man, a pure Container in whom He could dwell and through whom He could express His love for His dominion over His creation


Remember what Jesus said (Jn 5:19) (Jn 14:10)

Like Adam, Jesus was not an independent being working for the Father



He was totally dependent on the Father for His every world and every action

Think about that, was Jesus’ reaction emotional when He drove the money changers out of the Temple?

Not if Jesus only did what He saw the Father do, it was the Father expressing Himself through Jesus
Jesus was an earthen vessel, a container through whom the Father was expressing Himself to His “seen” creation

The Temptation and Victory of Jesus

As Adam being a container of the Life of God in the Garden was a problem for Satan, so would Jesus as a vessel filled with the Life of God be a huge challenge to him 

If he were to remain the ruler of this world he would have to deceive and corrupt this Container as he did the first one
So he began to look for the chance to do it

Jesus was baptized led into the wilderness for 40 days, by the spirit, after the fasting Jesus was hungry and this looked like a great chance 

There are only three things Satan has to offer by way of temptation, lust of the flesh, lust of the eyes, and the pride of life (1 Jn 2:16)

This is what he offered Eve in the garden and it was enough to draw her away


When he came to Jesus in the wilderness it was still all he had to offer

First, lust of the flesh, bread – but unlike Eve instead of turning away from God’s word to satisfy the lust of the flesh, He turned to God’s word – “It is written”

Second, lust of the eyes, the beauty of the kingdoms – Jesus ignored the things of the world and turned to the Father and His Word “It is written”

Third, the pride of life, he was asking him to jump into people who were worshiping and when He wasn’t destroyed the people would glorify Him and call Him God – once again Jesus turned to the Word “It is written”

When Satan tempted Adam and Eve they looked away the God who dwelt in them and away from the word He had spoken to them

They chose to follow after Satan and the word he spoke the them and the reach out for independence and for “all that is in the world”

But unlike Adam and Eve, at each of Satan’s offers Jesus looked not to the things of the world, the things of the “seen” realm

Instead He looked to the “unseen” realm and to the God who dwelt in Him

He not only believed that God’s word was true but He believed it was true for Him at that moment and in doing so He resisted all the temptations of Satan

Now He could say (Jn 16:33)


Jesus remained that clean vessel, the dwelling place of God on earth


Jesus was whom the Father could express His love to His creation

Adam First and Last

Adam and Jesus both could only be in one place and one time, so the personal expression of the Father to His creation was limited to that one place
Earlier we saw that the creation of Adam was just he beginning of God’s plan

From Adam there was suppose to be a vast people filled with the Life of God spread all over creation

All of that was broken in the fall, when Adam became a container filled with the darkness of a sinful nature


Adam and Eve had children and like them they were containers


They were filled with darkness and through them it spread over all the earth

But with the birth of Jesus and through His life, death, and resurrection there came a glorious new beginning (Rom 8:29)

He was the first of a vast multitude of clean “container people” like Himself who would be the dwelling place of God on earth

In His death Jesus became the “last Adam”

But in His resurrection He was the “second man” (1 Cor 15:45)

Jesus is not the second Adam, He is the last Adam!!!!!

As Jesus hung on the cross God made Him to be sin (2 Cor 5:21)
On the cross He not only paid the penalty for our sins, He actually became sin, the very incarnation of the sinful Adam nature

When Jesus died on the cross the sinful Adam nature died with Him, He was the last Adam!


(Rom 6:5-10) (2 Cor 5:17)


We have become clean containers


This is the crucifixion side of the cross and it is truly wonderful!!!!!!!!!!!

But it is not the end of the matter, there is also the resurrection side of the cross (Rom 6:5)


By His resurrection from the dead Jesus became the second man (1 Cor 15:47)

Just as the first man was the beginning of a people that bore His likeness and image so now the Second Man is also the beginning of a people who bear His likeness and image (1 Cor 15:48)

As Adam was, an unclean container filled with a sinful nature, so is everyone who does not believe into Jesus

This is the glourious “Second Man” truth


As Jesus is today as  are those who have believed into Him!


Jesus is the container filled with all the fullness of God (Col 1:19)


In Him, you and I are also clean container and wer are filled with (Col 1:27)

By our natural birth we were in the likeness and image of fallen Adam


Unclean containers filled with “all that is in the world” (Eph 2:3)


But we are no longer “children of wrath like the rest of manking” (2 Cor 5:17)


In Him each one of us is “a new creation”


Each one of us is a clean container filled with the Life of God (Col 1:27) (2 Cor 4:7)

What and amazing revelation!!!!!!!


We are the containers in whom God dwells 

We are the containers through whom He intends to express His love and dominion over His creation

We are the containers through whom He wants to bring the reality of His kingdom “on earth as it is in heaven”!!!!!!! WOW!!!!!
