People Of The Kingdom Part 4

We The People

1 Cor 10:1-11

To deal with those who were slaves of Pharaoh in Egypt God sent Moses to deliver the people and set the captives free
Moses brought them the Passover lamb whose blood set them free from their bondage and he brought baptism in the cloud and baptism in the sea which separated them from Pharaoh and Egypt

These three, the blood of the Passover Lamb, the baptism in the sea and baptism in the cloud were the means by which God set them free from Egypt

At the same time, we now understand, that was all of the preparation they needed to go in and possess the Land

They had God’s Word


They had they Blood


They had the water baptism and the Spirit

They needed nothing more from God to accomplish the “people of the kingdom” purpose that God intended for them

What a wonderful “instruction” this is for us!!!!

In dealing with us who were by our natural birth slaves of Satan in the world God sent His Son Jesus into the world to be our “Moses, ” our Deliverer!
But Jesus didn’t bring a message of the Passover Lamb; He became the Passover Lamb whose blood sets us free!!!!

He didn’t just announce the Holy Spirit baptism, He is the one who baptizes with the Holy Spirit (Jn 1:29,33) “Behold, the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the world… this is he who baptizes with the Holy Spirit”
He didn’t just institute water baptism, He is the One into whom we are baptized for    (Gal 3:27) “…as many of you as were baptized into Christ have put on Christ”
Moses knew that he and all he did was just a foreshadowing of Christ who was to come            (Deut 18:15) “The Lord thy God will raise up unto thee a Prophet from the midst of thee, of thy brethren, like unto me; unto him ye shall hearken”
Its clear that God didn’t want to just deliver them form Egypt and Pharaoh to get them into the wilderness so He could take care of them until they died

His purpose for them was that they should be to Him the “people of the kingdom”


A people who He delivered, prepared, and equipped to occupy His Land for His glory
But they failed to enter the Promised Land

They missed the very purpose for why God had brought them out because they didn’t believe His word was true for them personally

It’s the same today

God’s purpose for sending His Son Jesus to deliver us from Satan and the world is to not just get us out of our captivity
God is interested in more than you just living in the wilderness so He can take care of you until you die……

His purpose for us is that we should be to Him the “people of the kingdom,” that we might by faith press into and participate in His kingdom
This is why God is bringing us into the fresh revelation of our new creation being in Christ
This is why God is giving us clarity concerning the difference between living in a religious mindset and living in relationship with Him

This is why it is so important that we understand our new nature is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, and self-control

This is why it is so important for us to have a fresh revelation of our kingdom purpose

A Wilderness Gospel

We have learned that three things set the Israelites free



The blood of the lamb (Passover lamb)



Water baptism (The Red Sea)



The Holy Spirit (the Cloud)

God brought them our of Egypt to take them into the Promised Land (a picture of the kingdom of God)

They didn’t enter in because of unbelief (Heb 3:19)


God didn’t reject them, they were still His people

And in His love and mercy He kept and provided for them until they died in the wilderness


All of those 40 years in the wilderness their sandals and clothes didn’t wear out



They didn’t get sick



They had food and water



And He guided them safely 


He was their Provider, their Healer, and their Protector


But God didn’t bring them out to keep the safe until they died


They were to be a special people a “kingdom people”

But they ended up a “wilderness people” whose whole attention was on what God would do for them instead of what they were delivered to do

Today God is looking to restore a vision of His kingdom to us so that we might become a “kingdom people” for Him

But the greatest hindrance to that vision coming to pass is the “wilderness gospel” that is being taught today

This gospel is one that teaches us to turn our attention to what God will do for us
It’s a man centered gospel…… its all about me….

It proclaims, “Come to Jesus and He will be your Provider, your Healer, your Protector,” 

It proclaims, “Come to Jesus He will keep you safe and comfortable until you die”

Those were the very things that God did for Israel in the wilderness when they rejected their calling to be for Him “a kingdom people”

If that is all we are interested in our walk with God we need to ask ourselves 


“Are we living in a wilderness gospel?” 

“Have we rejected God’s great calling on us to be a kingdom people for Him just to be comfortable?”

God didn’t save you and bring you out of the world just so He could keep you safe and comfortable in some religious life style
Today Jesus is bring forth a fresh revelation of His kingdom purpose for us

He is raising up a people in the midst of the present “wilderness generation” who are truly “seeking first His kingdom”

They are a people who will press beyond the current “wilderness gospel” and will be for Him “a kingdom people”

These will be the people who will participate with Him in preparing a kingdom for Him to deliver to the Father and “The comes the end, when He delivers the kingdom to God the Father” (1 Cor 15:24)
