Hello from Happy Habitat Hammer!! 
 We are getting closer to the build days for Grace Lutheran, and there is good news and not 
so good news.  OK, we'll  get the "bad" news over with first.  There was such a large response from 
congregations for the July 23 build date that we were asked if we could delay our day.  We are still 
on and strong for the Aug 20 and Sept 17 days. 
 I thought you might like to know a few facts about the partnership between Habitat for Hu-
manity and Thrivent Financial. Habitat for Humanity's mission is to strive for a world where everyone 
has a decent place to live, and part of Thrivent's mission is to care for others and help strengthen communities.   
It really is a "no brainer"!  But there is more.  Did you know that there are three programs under the Thrivent  
umbrella?  Thrivent Builds Homes, builds new homes for eligible families; Thrivent Builds Repairs, repairs homes 
that need major maintenance to keep them habitable, (many of these homes are owned by veterans and other 
low income families); and Thrivent Build Worldwide, where Thrivent and Habitat for Humanity build homes around 
the world.  All three of these Thrivent programs enable Habitat for Humanity to complete many more homes than 
would have otherwise been possible.  It also gives Thrivent members additional chances to volunteer. 
 - Since 2005, These two organizations have committed $226 million. 
 - Individuals like yourself have given over 4.7 million volunteer hours . 
 - There have been 4,800 homes build or repaired globally. 
 - Families have felt the positive impact of home ownership in 48 states, the District of Columbia and 43 
countries. 
 Through Habitat for Humanity, The Thrivent Builds program empowers Christians to put their faith into ac-
tion in a way that positively impacts both homeowners and themselves.  What's more, the long-term impacts of 
homeownership makes a real difference in a church's community.  The families purchasing a Thrivent Builds 
Home or benefitting from a Thrivent Builds Repair know that their houses were built and improved with love and 
fellowship. 
 I hope to see as many of you as possible on August 20.  All you need to do is send an e-mail to Marty 
Hente at:  mhente@sbcglobal.net.
