This project really started over 5 years ago with Lisa Skelley cleaning and streamlining the storage areas of

the church, and noting areas that looked shabby and needed attention.

v 4 years ago Property Committee members Jon Ziegler and Terry Grimm created and started work on a
punch list of repairs and upgrades, and Cindy Lundquist researched new choir chairs.

v Last fall we received the generous challenge offer of $20k in matching funds, and the word that the Margie
Joy Estate had left the church $50k. Folks stepped up to donate over $20k to the Renovate & Renew
Project.

v Marina negotiated contracts, was the contact person for the crews, refinished doors, painted and, with Lisa,
supervised the remaining clean-out of the rooms.

v Alex Cable and Mark Kleinman did so much heavy lifting it was ridiculous. Thanks too to Sarah Paris, Colin
and Robert Tidwell.

v The Youth unpacked new chairs for the Fireside and Choir rooms and put felt tips on 50 chairs.

v Mid-February we learned that the roof of the Parish Hall had to be replaced—adding $25k to the budget—
but through judicious buying and competitive bids, we had just enough money to cover it. Whew!

Long story short — it took an army of people to make this happen. Take a look around . ... We are
