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Jesus’ Goal was Unity

Consider that Jesus came to earth to
reestablish the unity that existed be-
tween God and humanity during the
creation. God was not content for us
to remain separated from Him in dis-
unity.

Jesus DEMONSTRATED
Unity in Diversity

Of all the people Jesus could have cho-
sen to be the 12 disciples, it is very in-
teresting to see who He actually put
together. The easy route would have
been to choose like-minded individuals
with similar temperaments to establish
unity. Instead, Jesus chose men of
various backgrounds and personalities:
fishermen, a tax collector, a militant
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Jewish loyalist, a betrayer, timid men, arrogant men,
doubters. And these are just a few descriptive
words of the 12 disciples! Jesus chose very diverse
men to demonstrate that in spite of their differences
they could impact the world through unity.

Jesus MODELED Unity

Though we cannot fully understand all aspects of the
triune God, we can see how God the Father, God the
Son, and God the Holy Spirit are three separate be-
ings unified in One. They play three distinct roles,
yet function in total harmony. This is the example
that Jesus referenced in His prayer in John 17:20-21
"I pray not only for these, but also for those who be-
lieve in Me through their message. May they all be
one, as You, Father, are in Me and I am in You.
