GROUPS ARE THE KEY FOR
GROWING CHURCHES

One of the most important aspects of

our faith concerns our relatedness, our
connectivity. We connect both to God
and to one another through the person and
work of Jesus. In fact we are the Body of
Christ, the Church—all who believe and
trust personally that God was in Christ
making us His friends again, not counting
our sins against us. Who we are is defined
completely by our connections.

Therefore how we connect to one another
is THE primary key for understanding and
proofing our God-Connection as well. In
the congregation this is done by the means
of various groups. A healthy, growing
congregation has healthy groups where
accountability, responsibility and authority
are in balance and function together.

Groups in the congregation serve multiple
purposes and there are no strict boundaries
on what is “small” and what is a “small
group.”
following list of group types and definitions
to help clarify and classify groups according
to their purpose in Group Life together.
While we run the risk of over-generalizing,

the nomenclature does help keep a group’s
purpose defined.

GOVERNANCE GROUPS - these are
groups that are formed according to the
plan of governance of the congregation
which have official responsibilities according
to the by-law structure. Examples of some
of these include the Elders or the Council
or the Voters.

LIFE GROUPS -- can include groups for
ministry (service to others) and internal fun
and fellowship based on interests and lifestyle.
With these there is no intentional emphasis
upon spiritual growth or discipleship although
both of those elements may happen as a by-
product or corollary. Life Groups include
Ministry Groups and Fellowship Groups.

Ministry Groups — groups in this sub-
category have as their primary purpose a
service for others. Examples of this type are
choir, fellowship leadership team, evangelism
team, worship committee, office volunteers,
women’s ministry, etc.

Fellowship Groups — typically oriented
toward special interests and singular
activities, these groups would include such
things as scrapbooking, golfing, camping,
gourmet dining, etc. The focus is pretty
much internal. Serve a purpose.

GROWTH GROUPS - these groups exist
specifically for the purpose of providing
growth and spiritual development for and
with each other as followers of Jesus. The
group may be primarily bible study oriented
(or not) but there is always a profoundly
relational dimension — relationship

with Christ and with one another with
commitment and accountability factors as
ingredients in the growth “recipe.” Lives are
intimately shared and people care for one
another as special friends. These groups are
intentionally oriented toward a closer walk
(discipleship) with Jesus. They are dynamic
examples of the principle that you can't
grow as a disciple unless you also share your
spiritual journey. Most of the new groups we

Understanding Peer Pressure

Lots of information is available about teaching
kids to handle peer pressure.

There are many parenting
handbooks with various strategies listed. But it’s not really
complicated. We know that children need to be needed
at home and they long for approval, a sense of belonging,
significance, order, and security. If they dont get these
things at home, they will seek them elsewhere and from
other people. The bottom line is you cannot expect your
child to choose good friends and withstand peer pressure

without your help. By providing those things a child needs

Taylor identifies an interesting trend:

Parents worry that their children define

their self-worth through possessions

and have little or no ability to delay
gratification (this is supported in a national poll that found
that 85% of parents are worried that their kids are becoming
too materialistic.) Then the surprise - throughout the rest
of her book, Taylor counters such thinking and shares
data collected from thousands of children that shows
what they really place value on—many categories focus
on relationships and love. She makes a case that any child
would likely thank God for family above fortune.

Sunday School can also play a role. Kids who learn
a lot about God gain a healthy perspective on life.
Specifically, they understand that life is not “all about
me.” In fact, life is all about God—which takes away a lot
of pressure for individuals to impress others. Eliminate
that pressure and materialism begins to disintegrate. This
God-centered perspective also opens up their hearts to
appreciate the sheer wonder of all that the Lord has created
and of all His blessings.

Just as Taylor’s work could help predict,
children who regularly hear that God desires a
relationship with them and freely offers His love
will realize that they can have what they really want—
which money just can’t buy. Kids who attend church and
especially Sunday School have an advantage over many of

their peers because they hear this message.

have intentionally begun have been with these purposes in
mind.

DUAL PURPOSE POSSIBILITIES - again, there is
some overlap; groups like MOPS will be both growth
and fellowship of special interests; a group like the Men’s
Breakfast is both fellowship and growth-oriented.

When we have, in the past, used the term “small group”
we have wanted to identify the personal discipleship and
spiritual growth factors as the primary purpose for which
a group exists. The better term is “GROWTH GROUP”
The ideal is a regularly meeting, “smaller” (less than 10)
group of people who covenant (agree and promise) to

“be there” for one another as fellow Christians in the
journey of faith-life as they learn to live and act like Jesus.
There is sharing, caring and accountability; there is Bible
application and support for the details of the lives of
others; there is confidentiality and prayer—a small family.

This kind of “faith-full” living is contagious. It makes for
great witnessing through the sharing of life-changing and
empowering events. (“My small group was there for us
during our crisis.”) Growing churches are not typically
centered in the pastor (although they always have a great
one!); they are centered in the purpose of living the
Christian Life. The members of such groups “see Jesus” in
each other and rely on God’s Word to inform and shape
their growth patterns.

There are a number of groups at RBTS with various
purposes and patterns. All are important to making a
congregation functional. The ones that grow the church
and grow the individuals best can be known as “Growth
Groups.” Got yours? More are just waiting to be
formed.
