Looking Forward to It!
Whether it is just a matter of time 

passage or a new calendar in front of me, 
I have a strong hunch or Spirit-nudge that 
RBTS is on the brink of a new chapter of 
ministry and a new energy and direction-
finding is emerging.  Things take time to 
heal and change is always distressing in 
some ways, but our God is a God of the 
future.   Not only should God’s people 
always expect the best.   Based on His 
faithfulness and resurrection performance 
we live (holding on to our dessert fork!) 
knowing that the “best is yet to come!”

Future orientation is a hallmark of 
God’s people primarily because they know 
from experience and believe in His Word 
that He has gone ahead of us, preparing the 
way and making a place—whether it is a 
place where He and his people will meet-
up for ministry and fellowship (church, 
home, school) or a place in the joy of the 
forever experience.  He’s gone ahead and is 
way, and a-ways, ahead of us beckoning us 
forward in faith’s adventure.

Looming signs along the way include 
that needed fellowship room divider and 
the audio-visual capabilities in the worship 
center / sanctuary as well as the promise of 
a new pastoral leader, new service times and 
on-going remediation in the church-school 
common mission.  More important than 
“things” and the “whats” are the growing 
relationships with new members and new 
relationships with those that are wishing 
to grow:  small groups, date nights and 
MOPS.  Some talk of new governance 

structures has been in the buzz and new plans 
for continuing to explore how better to meet 
the needs of our community based on what 
we hear from them.  The 5 PM Christmas 
Eve success was an eye-opener for some.

Being stuck in the patterns and thinking 
patterns of the past may seem comfortable as 
an old slipper but it isn’t all that much fun.  
Boring—even for us older frogs in the pond!  
Worse yet, we have to run harder than ever to 
catch up with our kids and grandkids who are 
off and running in ways both a bit familiar 
and in a context that is totally beyond our 
world of prior experience.

Thanksgiving abounds for those at 
RBTS who of their heart for the Lord and 
their general good nature give their time, 
talent, money, expertise, influence and 
hopefulness to others in the work of the 
Lord.  In addition to the Council leadership 
and “Captain” Brunner, I think of Bob 
Doering and John Palmer and Lyle Meyer 
who are in an official sense stepping down, 
but whose influence and prayerful, spiritual 
guidance have served the congregation and 
will continue to do so less officially but just as 
emphatically.  Also good, is it now, to see new 
leadership and another generation of leaders 
consider challenges with a different set of eyes 
and ears.

I am hopeful that my final report can 
soon begin to be prepared.  The only report 
that “counts” is the reported evidence we have 
of His kingdom and His will in extension and 
expansion.   For this we look not only in the 
rear-view mirror but more importantly we 
look ahead to the future.  He’s there.
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LOOKING BACK ON 2010:
2010 has been a year filled with such 
a variety of emotions and activities all 
of which reassure us that we are here 
by the Grace of God to continue His 

work and His commission as we move into the second 
decade of the 21st century:

•	 We felt loss as we honored Pastor McDonald as he 
preached his farewell sermon on January 17th to a 
combined service and followed by a rousing fun roast/
dinner celebration for Pastor and Joyce on February 28th.

•	 We felt the excitement of anticipation as we installed 
Pastor Alexander as our Intentional Interim Pastor on 
January 3rd and have been Blessed by his leadership 
throughout the year.  Highlights included:

o	His every member participation in his Cottage 
Meetings

o	Organizing and hosting of a Prayer Vigil 

o	Organizing and promoting congregation 
participation in  Small Groups

o	The introduction of new hymnals in the pews and 
leading the congregation varieties of traditional 
worship with the new hymnals

•	 The dedication of the Call Committee as they 
discovered the realities and hard work associated with 
evaluation and prayerful consideration of the list of 
candidates leading to a Call to Pastor Peter Mueller In 
June which was eventually returned in July followed by 
reinvigorating their committee to go through a second 
evaluation process and now once again waiting with 
prayer and anticipation as our congregation awaits the 
response from Pastor Augie Iadicicco.  Never losing 
their focus and belief that they are being led and 
guided by the Holy Spirit.

•	  We experienced the relief of working with and finding 
an agreement with the Lutheran Church Extension 
Fund to be able to service our loans as well as to 
continue to develop our ministries as we move forward 
in His Kingdom.  

•	 We experienced with gratitude the joys of giving of 
ourselves, our talents and our treasures through a very 
successful Consecrated Stewards program resulting 
in an increase of over 25% in our pledged giving.  
Something to praise the Lord for.

•	 We introduced a new ‘Blue Christmas’ service as an 
outreach to those in our church and our community 
who may be burdened with losses, cares and hurts to 
lift them with the light of the spirit as we celebrate the 
coming of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.

•	 In summation of the ups and downs and unknowns 
that we have experienced in 2010, we as a 
congregation continue to grow together in our faith 
and in our dedication to continue to move forward in 
our ministries.  

LOOKING FORWARD IN 2011:
I firmly believe that as we continue into 2011 that we do 
cast our cares on the Lord and that he is indeed guiding us 
and leading us forward.

As we experienced at the beginning of 2010, we enter the 
year 2011 with hope and anticipation, among them:

•	  Continue to pray steadfastly that the Holy Spirit 
will guide Pastor Augie Iadicicco to accept our Call 
and bring him and his family to serve and join us at 
Redeemer by the Sea.  

•	 We will continue to develop our ministries through

•	 Internally, we are in the process of completing an 
audit of our Accounting Practices and Procedures in 
the Church and School and will be recommending 
changes to keep us in compliance with standard

Reality Check
Think about this for a second… Regardless of 
how ‘sincerity’ we believe something, we know 
that sincerity cannot overcome reality. For example if 
I believe the speed limit on a certain road is 60, but it 
is actually 30, the policeman will still give me a ticket 
(typically) -- regardless of my sincerity. The old saying 
“Ignorance of the law is no excuse” could also apply here. 
Sincere belief in a falsehood about the law is no excuse.

Another example is that while we often admire people 
who live sincerely according to their beliefs, we only do 
this when we consider their belief to be true. When we 
come across people who sincerely believe that the moon 
landing was a media hoax, or that the U.S. government is 
really controlled by space aliens, we find ourselves amused 
but less likely to accord high respect to these folks. 

So, practically speaking, we all know that sincerity 
believing something is not enough--the belief must also 
be true. We (including our children) need to be informed 
and correct as well as sincere. 

Now, the obvious conclusion…
We need to find out what the real truth is, so 
we can ‘sincerely’ believe that. Fortunately, God 

has provided this truth to us; He has told us about reality 
through the scripture and it is up to us as parents to guide 
our children to this truth. Let our Sunday School be your 
partner in this important endeavor.

“And these words which I command you today shall be in 
your heart. You shall teach them diligently to your children, 
and shall talk of them when you sit in your house, when you 
walk by the way, when you lie down, and when you rise up. 
(Deuteronomy 6:6-7)

The Cantata was beautiful and we were able to have some 
participation by the youth, including narration by several 
from our Confirmation Class and the Sunday School and 
Preschool singing some of the Christmas songs. I do think 
we all missed the traditional Christmas play and we will 
keep it on the list for next year.

Band 101 News
Some good, some not so good

The good news is that five young people signed up for 
guitar lessons.  However, some may not be able to take the 
class because they are unable to obtain a guitar.  If we do 
not have at least five students, we cannot offer the class.  
And there is more--not so good news.   We no longer have 
funds to pay for the expenses of Band 101.  This amounts 
to $200-$250 per month. 

 Therefore, we need a sponsor.  Sponsor?  Yes, a person 
or persons who are willing to buy a few guitars (used are 
fine) and pay for the class.  Unless we find a sponsor, we 
won’t have a class.  This is a church ministry, and un-
less the church is willing and able to support Band 101, 
it won’t continue.  The intent is that the free guitar class 
will become Band 101.  At this point, we do NOT have a 
youth band.  All of our Lutheran Band 101 members have 
left for other churches.  The remaining band members are 
from other church denominations.  They always provide 
their own instruments and support concerts etc.  However, 
since we do not have an active youth band any longer, 
they have gone elsewhere.  Let’s face it.  We need to start 
within our church, with the few youth we have, making it 
possible for all our youth to participate in a guitar class.  A 
successful program will bring others in, just through word 
of mouth.  And, I do not want to go to the public for do-
nations. If you are interested, or know of someone who is 
interested in sponsoring the Band 101, please contact me 
at ksmesqueda@roadrunner.com

 It is my belief that a church should support their own 
ministries.  Jack, our band bassist and guitar teacher, and 
I, attempted to get donations of guitars from a well-known 
guitar maker.  They regretfully declined, but recommend-
ed we go to music stores.  So, if any of you know of music 
stores who are Lutherans, or better yet, members or attend 
RBTS. These are the people we need to ask for sponsor-
ship--First.  I have been affiliated with the surrounding 
churches, familiar with their music programs, and know 
personally some of the music directors.  They DO NOT 
go into the community and ask for donations.  If RBTS 
cannot support Band 101, it will not exist.    Band 101 
is offering guitar lessons, with the hope of developing a 
worship band for services on occasion, for concerts, and 
to play for other venues in the community--i.e. retirement 
homes etc. 

I am also offering singing lessons to be given before or 
during Band 101 meets, depending whether students want 
to take both or not.  There will be no charge, of course.

We presented two concerts, played for a special 
youth service with all youth participants. ( Well, Pastor 
Pete may not be a youth, but he is at heart.)  Band 101 
was a successful ministry until the beginning of Summer 
2010, when many of our members left RBTS.   Also, we 
lost funding.  And, we lost Daryl Lohmeyer, Lisa Froedge, 
and Chris Lockhart, all assisting Band 101.  I believe we 
can build the band again.  But it cannot be done without 
the full participation of RBTS members.  Without youth, 
there is no future…ANYWHERE!
