THE PRESIDENT’S REPORT

Jim Brunner, Council President

May was truly a busy month
in the life our Congregation, hi-
lighted by the presentation of an
Easter Passion Contata presented
by the joint choirs at both RBTS
Traditional and Korean Church
services; fellowship events and activities ranging from an
outstanding Mother’s Day Brunch served by our youth
and a sold out ‘Seoul Night' dinner graciously hosted by
the Fellowship Committee and entertained with cultural
music and dance from our brothers and sisters in Christ
from the Korean Church (an event that was televised
by the local Korean TV station); a successful camp-out
weekend by those hearty members whose families not
only enjoyed the fellowship of camping but also worship
around the campfire; and, the activities were culminated
with a concert presentation in our sanctuary by a
Christian college youth Choir from Sweden. This event
was arranged and hosted by the Worship Committee
and included not only a dinner for the visitors but also
hosting them for an evening in member’s homes. Also
in May, we saw the implementation and integration
of a new audio/visual system in the sanctuary with
the installation of screens and speakers to enhance
our worship presentations primarily for use at the
Contemporary Service but also for special emphasis in
our Traditional service.

In addition to all of the activities and new systems
that we experienced in the month of May, our Church
Council approved an extensive program whereby we as
a congregation will review our ministry programs and
offerings, evaluate the utilization and capabilities of our
facilities and last but not least to explore our community
outreach opportunities to strengthen and enhance our
ministries as we move forward in our Mission to be a
Lighthouse to our Community. The Council approved
and appointed an Executive Committee to lead these
reviews through the formation of Ad Hoc Committees
who will be given specific charters and task descriptions
to produce written reviews and recommendations to the
full Council for approval and presentation to the voters.
The Ad Hoc Committees will be established and led by
members of the Council and generally consist of 3-5
congregation members as appropriate. These Committees
will have a well defined/short term/task oriented life.
Please prayerfully consider the opportunity to serve when

asked or volunteer if you have special interest or talent to
contribute.

In last month’s Reflections, two Ad Hoc Committees
were identified, the first was chartered to review and
select an insurance coverage from the LCMS Concordia
Plan Services to cover church staff and eligible PreSchool/
Kindergarten teachers. An HMO plan offering Medical
and Dental was recommended and approved with
allowable upgrade benefits at the employee’s personal
expense. In addition, all eligible church and school
will receive retirement contributions at no cost to the
employee. The second Ad Hoc Committee reviewed and
recommended to maintain our current loan payment
to LCEF schedule. This will be reviewed again in six
months.

One other important item that the Council approved
is change our fiscal planning/budget year to be September
1** through August 31* to be consistent with the
PreSchool/Kindergarten. This will give us better financial
visibility.

LOOKING FORWARD:

The Executive Sub Committee approved by the
Council consists of the Pastor and President who are ex-
officio members of all committees in accordance with
our By Laws. Committee members are Vice President,
Treasurer, Education Chair, Head Trustee, and Chief
Elder.

The following is a preliminary listing Ad Hoc
Committee study tasks :

1. Furnish the Lounge in Room 4 to serve both
Youth and Adult Ed ministries

2. Develop and Prepare a new budget for our new
fiscal year cycle 9/1 to 8/31

3. Facility Studies: Evaluate Church and PSK
facility usage in two phases:

a. Facility Study 1: Maximum Usage Potential of
Current facilities including the church & preschool with
little or no modification or change in current programs &
space utilization in the near term

b. Facility Study 2 — Identify and evaluate future
3-5+ year potential facility utilization and financial
impact for internal and outreach congregational growth

... always being prepared to make a defense to anyone who
asks you for a reason for the hope that is in you. ..
1 Peter 3:15 ESV

I don’t know about you, but I find it difficult to
“always be ready” to make a defense for the hope that is
within me. The hope is within me but I do not always
feel very capable of making a defense although the Lord
tells us very plainly, “I am with you always, to the end of
the age.” Matt 28:20.

I think one of the most reluctant people to make a
defense for the hope that lies within them was Moses.
In Exodus chapter 3 and 4 when the Lord told Moses,
“Come, I will send you to Pharaoh that you may bring
my people, the children of Israel, out of Egypt.” Moses
states his first, of many reasons why he should not be the
one to do this.

I try to show people by my
actions and words that I am a
Christian but I hope and pray that
the next time I get the opportunity
to make a defense for the hope that
lies within me that the Holy Spirit
enables me to speak out boldly. Always remembering
that God is always with me.

The Gift You’re Already Giving

(From an article in Christianity Today by Keri
Whatt Kent)

Parenting, it’s been said, is
the only profession where the goal is to
work yourself out of a job. Obviously
we all understand this means when a
child matures properly, they move from
dependence on you to independence. This
can be a scary time, when we see a child become capable of
undertakings we may question we wonder if they are really
ready. Here are three things to consider:

Trust God: As kids’ leaders, or as parents,
we can grow in our faith by challenging kids
to grow—and then actually letting them to do
it. Allowing kids to take risks to follow hard
after God requires us to trust God to take
care of them, it forces us to let go of control.
Surrendering the kids in our charge to God,
trusting that all will be well and things will work for good
in the long run—that’s a faith builder right there.

Pray: Even when you are praying for someone else,
you build spiritual muscles that will serve you well as you
journey with Christ. Pray that you use the time wisely,
support and build on the things you are teaching your
kids. Pray that God would be in charge of your child’s
development in every way. Your child’s Sunday School
teacher prays for them and as a parent, knowing someone
else is praying for your child communicates God’s love in a
way few other things can.

Model: Live what you teach. As a parent, or kid’s
leader, are you living the values you seek to instill in them?
Are you kind, patient, loving? (7hat is, do you act as Jesus
would?) How about when no one’s looking? That, it’s been
said, is the definition of character.

When you teach kids, be willing to share (az an age

4. Evaluate the cost / financial impact of alternate use
of basement areas including:

5. Formation of a Day Care program with little or no
structural change needs (Note: Current structure exists for
this including, zoning, security & outdoor playground)

6. PSK to evaluate the cost & financial impact of
utilization of the current basement for adding a 1 Grade
Class facility, followed by the impact of addition of a 2nd
and 3rd Grade program over the next 3 to 5 years.

7. Community Outreach Program - The feasibility
for development of a Community Garden area at the lower
end of our property. This is a lower priority but has a large
community service potential. We need to find a single or
several ‘champions’ for this project and then charter and
enable them develop a plan.
