Together in Mission
Greetings Redeemer family and friends!

Rachelle, the children and I are 
thrilled to finally be here with you.  After 
several months of interviews … prayer … 
deliberation … prayer … waiting … and 
more prayer … we are together at last. It 
seems like a long time for us, and yet it was 
an even longer time for you – 
beginning the call process about 
one and a half years ago!  And yet, 
what seems like such a long time 
to us is but a blink to the Lord.  
Even more so, He has the ability 
to use all those delays, obstacles 
and challenges to grow us in ways 
that we can only see in hindsight 
and sometimes never will see.  And so we 
trust in Him to have accomplished exactly 
what He wants in us in precisely the way 
which will be for our greatest benefit and 
for the greatest good in His Kingdom.

We thank you for the warm welcome 
that you have extended to us.  The 
call committee and church leadership 
have tended to so many details and the 
installation service and reception was 
beautiful and inspiring!

Service, celebration and a brunch to remember. 

Our standards have now been set on HIGH not 
only for our members for their participation and service, 
but for Pastor Augie as well as he has led us Spiritually 
through this month with fulfilling worship services 
especially with his innovations and messages from Palm 
Sunday, Maunday Thursday, Good Friday and an Easter 
Service that not only filled our hearts and souls but our 

sanctuary as well.  We had an attendance of 375 total 
from both the Traditional and Contemporary services.

LOOKING FORWARD
Now that we have seen and experienced what Pastor 

Augie has introduced into our worship services, it is time 
for the congregation to join in and come together and 
not just enjoy the satisfaction of being served by our 
Spiritual Leader but to think outwardly to reach those 
in our community who may be un-churched or under-
churched.  We have a bit of a dichotomy in our physical 
image as a lighthouse to our community to attract people 
in.  In reality lighthouses are placed in remote locations 
to warn seafarers to navigate away from the rocks and 
shoals that the lighthouse warns them of.  How can we 
change this?  By reaching out into our communities with 
an open hand, with the message of Jesus Christ and how 
he offers us salvation by Grace alone.  Lighthouses do 
not have many windows except for one to transmit the 
warning beacon, our church on the other hand has many 
windows and we need to let our community look in and 
see not just the warmth that we have together but see 
how we extend to the needs of our community through 
outreach programs.  Those are the things that the 
community will relate to.  Together with our outreach, it 
is most important that we extend an invitation for them to 
join us, to learn with us and to grow in the faith with us.  

Pastor Augie has already implemented actions to 
receive these ‘outsiders’ not as simply ‘visitors’ but as 
our ‘guests’ to bewelcomed and invited to come back 
again and again and grow to become a part of us and we 
of them.  He will be preaching and teaching in mini-
series of Christian Life and Biblical Journey’s. Look for 
opportunities when called upon to serve as greeters, guest 
hosts, and follow-up visitors.  Consider it an honor to 
be asked and a mission to serve.  It’s not just the Pastor’s, 
the Elder’s or the usher’s job or the evangelism committee 
members.  It’s our job as members to serve and bear 
witness to our Lord.  Pastor Augie will be calling on 
individuals to invite them to serve on small groups or 
committees to sound out and evaluate such things the

 While I’m away
This was the topic of a Sunday School lesson 
intended to give the children something, at 
their level, to help them understand the purpose 
of the scripture. An example was given where a parent, 
who loves their child very much, leaves them in the care 
of a babysitter. We decided that the parent would want 
to leave a phone number where they could be reached 
in an emergency and we agreed the parent would want 
to leave written instructions. We then talked about the 
kind of things they would want to write down; the ideas 
from the kids were what you would expect for the most 
part; don’t let strangers in, don’t use the stove, eat healthy 
snacks, etc. (it’s OK to eat everything in the refrigerator was 
another example.) It was easy for the children to see that by 
following the rules and behaving as they were told, their 
parents would be pleased upon their return. 

The next step in the lesson was to talk about how Jesus 
knew He would be leaving us for a time and since we 
know He loves us very much, certainly He would also 
leave instructions; the children easily made the connection 
to the bible. The bible gives us instructions for all the 
things we are to do until He comes again, including how 
to get in touch in case of emergency (prayer.) 

Along with you the parent, our Sunday School teacher’s 
role is to help the children learn these instructions. This 
learning is of course greatly enhanced by regular attendance.

Easter Events
Palm Sunday saw a dozen of 
our Sunday School children at 
our second service with palm 
branches reenacting Jesus’ 
triumphal entry into Jerusalem. 
This is certainly a blessing to 

our worship service and is one of those opportunities to 
‘connect’ our children to the operation of our church.

Our Easter Egg hunt and movie was again a big success 
and I want to thank our youth helpers this year: Alex, 
Rachel, Liam, Deo, Chloe and our Nursery staff - Julie, 
Chelsea & Catlin for helping in various ways, including 

hiding the eggs and monitored the children 
during the Easter egg hunt. Also thanks to 
Heather Finke and Alice Lehmann for managing 
the classrooms during the movies.
