5.  What did Noah do to please God and build trust?  How does God respond to this?

Gen. 9:1-17
1. Brainstorm what this passage says about the character of God.
2. What is a covenant?
3. What part of this covenant does Noah have to live up to?
a. What does this say about God’s characteristics?  How does he work?
4. What does god ask of Noah in this section? And what does this show us of God’s Character?
5. How long will God remember this covenant?
