Selection Criteria
The Rev. Dr. Rafe M. Taylor Scholarship is provided to delegates from a NCBC constituent church currently in good standing with the National Capital Congress of Christian Education. The scholarship is intended to motivate students to actively participate in the work of the Congress. Recipients are selected based upon the following criteria:
1. Applicant must be between the ages of 17 and 25 years old with a high school diploma or equivalent, and has been accepted to or matriculating in an institution of higher learning.

2. Applicant must be a member of a church currently in good standing with the Convention
3. Applicant must submit a letter of recommendation from their Pastor

4. Applicant must have participated during the year in some Congress and/or other religious training.  For other religious training, please submit a statement on official letterhead.

5. Applicant must complete and return the attached application and essay by the deadline.  (Special attention will be given to the essay).

6. Applicant must produce a letter of acceptance to an institution of higher learning prior to receiving the award.
