Frequently Asked Questions (modified from letsgotubing.com):

How does it all work? 

You meet us at Cashmere (river entry point), complete your waivers and pay for your trip, then receive your tubes and a safety talk (from experienced river guides who’ve floated the river ahead of time for us) and float down the river to the ending point. There will be a stop sign on the bank as well as people in the river guiding tubers to the river exit point. 

How deep is the river?

The river varies from 1-3 feet in most places with some deep swimming holes or channels through the gravel bars.  The depth changes based on the time of year and the water flow.

Is the river calm? 
Yes, we choose very mild and calm stretches of river.  There is some current and an occasional rock, log, or wave, but calm and mild. 

Is the river safe?
Rivers are inherently dangerous.  We always choose very calm and mild stretches of river that are slow and shallow in most places.  Anything could happen and you should always be prepared to react to unexpected circumstances. 

Is it OK for kids?
Yes, kids of all ages can come on this trip.  Infants and toddlers can come too, but as a parent you need to be fit enough, aware of your surroundings, and confident in your abilities to safely navigate the river with your child in tow.  There are no guides or life guards on the trip.  You need to be responsible for your children. 

Is it guided?
No, we do not have any guides on the river.  However, we will have leaders who are strategically placed within the group to seek to ensure the safety of everyone. We provide basic safety instruction and a well marked ending point with an attendant on the beach.  There are maps on the tubes with landmarks and instructions. 

Do the tubes clip together?
Yes, all of the tubes have a clip on them so you can keep your kids, friends, coolers, or dogs nearby.  We recommend that you only clip together in small groups of 2 or 3 and that you disconnect when approaching obstacles and the beach at the end. 

Do the tubes have paddles?
Yes. We want to give you the most control you can to maneuver so paddles are installed on the tubes.

What about life vests?
Life vests are always required for this event and provided with every rental.
