New Leadership Structure

After several months of praying and planning to divide the upper level of ministry supervision into two po-
sitions, the Board of Directors recently hired Jenna Douce to serve a 6-month interim position as Executive
Director. Bobbi Korte will continue to oversee the pregnancy centers, Earn While You Learn, volunteer
training and management and other aspects not specifically related to the medical transition, and eventually,
the medical center itself.

Jenna is a recent graduate of Tiffin University with a Bachelors of Business Administration, majoring in
Management and Marketing. While she was between jobs, the Board’s desire was to utilize Jenna’s exper-
tise to help move the ultra sound program forward in a more timely fashion. Jenna was excited about the
challenge and was willing to step into the temporary position. In the meantime, the Board spent a month
collecting applications and plans to fill the position of Executive Director in a more permanent way.

Some have questioned whether or not we needed another administrator. Bethel has had a history of under-
staffing in order to conserve funds. This has led to a pattern of wearing out our dedicated staff members
and losing wonderful people. Before hiring Jenna, Bethel’s staff consisted of Bobbi Korte and Rella Ander-
son (Office Manager, also part-time). In addition to the ministry operating three pregnancy centers in three
towns, the conversion to a life affirming medical clinic is a huge undertaking with paperwork, legalities,
staffing needs, grant writing, fundraising, public relations efforts, etc., that well outweigh what Bobbi could
possibly accomplish in 20 -30 hours a week. Discussion was held with Bobbi, over which aspect she would
prefer to oversee, and it was obvious to all that her heart is with client services, which is where she will
continue.

We look forward to watching both of these wonderful ladies blossom in their new (or newly tailored) posi-
tions with this ministry. And we ALL look forward with anticipation to the day when we can offer our cli-
ents limited ultrasound services in our Marion Voice of Hope (location, TBA). Medical pregnancy centers
report great increases in clients in general and abortion-minded clients in particular. When you offer ultra-
sound imaging, statistics show that 75 - 90% of clients coming into the center planning to abort their babies
choose life after seeing that child on ultrasound. Ultrasound images provide about as much “truth” as we
could possible offer. That is our goal - to provide the truth in love and equip these young mothers to make
good decisions for themselves AND their babies.

Ultrasound Machine
Bethel Pro-Life Ministries has the opportunity to purchase an ultrasound machine in the near future. This machine
would be a tremendous blessing to the ministry and would provide our clients with a more accurate and realistic test
result. We are asking for financial and prayer support as we venture out to make this big purchase. Research shows
that the chances of a woman aborting her child dramatically decrease once she has seen her baby on an ultrasound
machine and heard his/her fetal heartbeat.
