Wherein countless times of crisis AFSCME members are the first to help those that need it most and the last to keep helping long after the media attention has died away. AFSCME is OSO STRONG, not only in Snohomish County but throughout the State of Washington; and

That the 43 individuals that were lost during this turmoil shall not be forgotten nor lost to the passage of time; and

That the heroic efforts of the public employees that rose to the unprecedented challenges that faced them that day and every day after not be forgotten or lost; and
BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED: 
That Council 2 shall remember at this convention, with a moment of silence, these 43 individuals and the countless public employees who helped during those days.
