“God’s Prophetic Time Clock” (Daniel 9:20-27)

Have you ever watched a track meet on televisiattended one personally? If so, you know thatehes
events often look chaotic. You may see some athfaigcticing their high jump, while others are
stretching on the infield. At the same time, rusmaay be lining up on the track. Large numbers of
people seem to be meandering around with no oaegli@ charge. But the chaos is merely an
appearance, because the officials and time keepefirmly in control of every aspect of the ma&ten
it's time for a race or a field event, that arealé&ared and the competitors move to their placeget
ready. In the midst of apparent chaos, the officiaik in total control.

Our world often looks like a track meet. Life caem chaotic, out of control. During times like these
may wonder where God is. If your life has never ¢abotic, and if you've never wondered what in the
world God was doing with you, you need to checkrymuise! Yet, if you're a Christ follower, you
understand that God is large and in charge evemn s doesn’'t seem to be the case. And when God
blows the whistle to signal the start of an evemgrything comes together according to the purpbse
His own will.*

Nowhere is this truer than Daniel 9:20-27. Thid teall about purpose, order, and timing. In themseen
verses, we will see th&od is always right on timd oday, it may seem that your life is spiraling ofi
control. Perhaps you have significant marital woesi've been praying for your spouse for many
months or years. Yet the more you pray, the mopeless it seems. Maybe you lost your job several
months ago and have been praying for God to praad¢her job, but it seems like everyone else is
finding a job except you. Perhaps you've been pigajor a spouse for a number of years, and Godrneve
seems to bring Mr. or Miss Right to you, yet youataall of your friends getting married. In the istiebf
your disappointing life, God has a Word for yble is always right on timéVe can have confidence in
God's timing because of the accuracy of Scriptukeow this may seem odd, but it's true. The ungann
exactness and perfect timing of the Bible in itdhekate details shows us that God cares about our
individual lives as well as human history and théverse.God is always right on time

Act 1: God sends Gabriel to Daniel’s rescué9:20-23).This section begins with Daniel praying the
house down (cf. 9:1-19). He writédlow while | was speaking and praying, and confessg my sin
and the sin of my people Israef,and presenting my supplication before the LORD myGod in

behalf of the holy mountain of my GodMt. Moriah],® while | was still speaking in prayer, then the
man Gabriel,* whom | had seen in the vision previously, came tme in my extreme weariness about
the time of the evening offering. He gavee instruction and talked with me and said, ‘O Daniel,|
have now come forth to give you insight with undetanding. At the beginning of your supplications
the command was issued, and | have come to tgdlu, for you are highly esteemed; so give heed to
the message and gain understanding of the vision(9:20-23). There are a number of observations
worth making in these versdarst, the answer to Daniel's prayer comes befoe&steven finished
praying! In 9:20-21, Daniel records the phrase “while | w8l speaking in prayerThe man didn’t
even get to say “Amen’This is another reminder th@bd is always right on timé&ince God knows
what we want and need before we ask, He is capébleswering our prayers even before we pray or
immediately after we prayin some cases, however, He delays the answer forayers because He’s
orchestrating events in His world and in our liids!s doing a work of patience in our lives to nefius.
Remember the Garth Brooks song which professedn&fimes | thank God for unanswered prayers™?
In hindsight, it's easy to acknowledge the blessioficertain unanswered prayers. However, at the ti
we're tempted to question God's delay or denialeWhkou feel slighted by God in your marriage, your
relationships, your job, or your finances, it'stalb easy to blame God. “God, You didn’t come tlgtou
for me! Why do You always bless everyone but m&Meé truth is God has a purpose and a plan for your
life. We must trust Him, foGod is always right on time




Second, note at what point Daniel is interrupted-iteMe’s confessing his sin and Israel’s.dite’s in
the very midst of humbling himself before God @fl-19). In Isa 66:2 the Lord declares, “But tethi
one | will look [nabal, to him who is humble and contrite of spirit, ando trembles at My word’ The
NET translates the Hebrew temabat“show special favor.” God looks upon or shows salefeivor to
the one who is humble and contrite and who tremdti€zod’s Word. This explains why God always
worked so powerfully in Daniel’s life.

Third, Gabriel came to Daniel in his “extreme wewss”’(NASB, NET, HCSB, 9:21). Many English
versions (e.g., ESV, NIV, NKJV) render the Hebrawagse “in swift flight” (i.e., Gabriel “came to nie
swift flight”).® However, this translation seems less likely inwi the fact that Gabriel appeared in the
form of a “man,” and men do not have wings as waigddecessary for swift fligitFurthermore, Daniel
suffered weariness in the surrounding context (B8287; 10:8-9, 16-17). It appears that Daniel is
praying with such passion and zeal that when Gidinewvs up he is exhausted. Can you imagine being
physically, emotionally, mentally, and spirituatlyained because of your prayer life? Have you ever
prayed that hard? Perhaps if we prayed that hardyeuld experience some of the visions and answers
to prayers that Daniel did.

Fourth, Gabriel came to him about the time of emgriffering(9:21). Daniel doesn’t draw attention to
this statement. He says it in passing becauseah@snble man. Yet, this ought to move us. Evendghou
it has been decades since Daniel has been in lsruaathe time of the evening offering, his hémstill
being set by the worship of God, morning and evgrimthe sacrifices at the temple. Daniel’s thimkis
still regulated by the life and the worship of Jdem'°

Fifth, God sends Gabriel to Daniel because he finids “highly esteemeti™ The Hebrew word rendered
“highly esteemed”¢hamudal describes something or someone desired or copngeibus. The plural
form of this word is used to speak of the valugaifl (Ezra 8:27) and costly garments (Gen 27:15).

Finally, God sends Gabriel to bring Daniel insighith understandingDan 9:24-27 is one of the most
difficult texts in the entire Bible. Godly peopleho know their Bible, vigorously debate these wofdis
it's no wonder that Gabriel has to be sent for évaniel to understand. This is encouraging to te. |
Daniel had a hard time with 9:24-27, I'm comforbetause | have a hard time as well. But | don’egiv
up and give in. Instead, | ask God to bring meutiderstanding. Please pray with me.

Act 2: God interprets Israel’s future for Daniel (9:24—27)" Dan 9:24-27 records God’s response to
Daniel’s prayer. Pound for pound these four vepsek the greatest prophetic punch in all of Scratu
Since Gabriel’s words are so deep and disputedyilvaeed to study them carefully. The easiest way
understand these verses is to see that 9:24 immary of the entire prophecy. Daniel records Gébrie
words:“Seventy weeks have been decreed for your peopledayour holy city, to finish the
transgression, to make an end of sin, to make atoment for iniquity, to bring in everlasting
righteousness, to seal up vision and prophecy and &noint the most holyplace.” The text informs us
that a specific time period has been marked o bdg—namely, “seventy weeks.” The Hebrew word
translated “weeks"shabud literally means “sevens” and refers to a unisefen (“seventy ‘sevens,”
NIV).™ This term can mean seven minutes, seven daysyensiecades. It's like our English word
“dozen.” If | told you to bring me a “dozen,” you&hy, “A dozen what?” You wouldn’t know if | meant
twelve baseballs, twelve Bibles, or twelve burrit®at if I'm standing in front of a counter at Tués
Doughnuts, and | say, “I'd like a dozen,” you woliltbw what | intended. Similarly, Daniel has been
thinking about the seventy years of Jeremiah’sigigp(9:1-2) so he would have understood Gabriel's
words as a reference to years (cf. 4:16, 23128gnce, the phrase “seventy sevens” or “seventksiee
refers to years: 70 x 7 = 490 years following theenty-year captivity.




This “seventy ‘sevens™ prophecy is directly rethte the Jews and Jerusalem. In 9:24a Gabiriel tells
Daniel, “Seventy weeks have been decreegdor peopleandyour holy city (my emphasis). This
means that these prophecies are designed for tdepef Israel and the land of Israel. The purpafse
“seventy ‘sevens’ (490 years) is to accomplishgdals. Since these goals look to the coming kingdo
age, then the 490 years must take us all the wthetdillennium. According to 9:24, God wants:

» To finish the transgressioifhe word “transgressionpésha refers to deliberate rebellion
against God. The definite article pointgherebellion of the nation. This is likely a refererto
Israel’s rejection of Jesus as their Messiah. Ehike rebellious act of Israel that will comeato
end within the seventy weeksThe phrase “to finish the transgression” alsoldek a national
acceptance of Jesus as Messiah.

« To make an erdlof sin The Hebrew word for “sin"ghattath) means “to miss the mark.” The
word is also plural (“sins”) and refers to singdatly life, rather than referring to any specific
sin® During God’s kingdom rule, Jesus will realign ksita priorities, goals, and behavior and
administer judgment quickly and justly.

» To make atonement for iniquitfhe verb in this phras&gphai) denotes “the covering of sin by
making a sacrifice.” This refers to the once-fdrsakrifice of Jesus. When Jesus died on the
cross, He put an end to the Old Testament saafiigstem. This is what the books of Galatians
and Hebrews are all about. The goal of this atomeiiseo bring Israel to the realization that
Jesus is the Messiah. This will occur during thédlation (cf. Rom 11:24-28).

» To bring in everlasting righteousne§she word translated “everlasting3lém) is better rendered
“age.” This age refers to God’s one thousand year kingglemefer to as the Millennium. A
new world order will occur after Israel grieves pite sins against God (see Zech 12:9-10; Ezek
36:26-27)*

» To seal up vision and prophecynce the Lord Jesus begins His reign in Jerusdleing the
Millennium, there is no longer any need for visaomd prophecy. Jesus will be sufficient. Those
who are living during this time will recognize tradt has been fulfilled.

« To anoint the most holy plaéeThe word “place” has been added to most Engliskioes;
however, it is not in the Hebrew. Since “most hdb/hever used of a person, it does not refer to
the Messiah or the churéhlt most likely refers to the temple (cf. Dan 8:13). This goal, like
the previous ones displays God's heart for His fedgrael.

We have just seen the panoramic view of the epérad of Daniel’'s seventy weeks, now we must
hunker down into the details to see how everythinfplds. In 9:25, Gabriel gives us information abou
the first sixty—nine weeks (483 years) of Daniskventy weeks'So you are to know and discerrthat
from the issuing of a decree to restore and rebuilderusalem until Messiah the Princeherewill be
seven weeks and sixty-two weeks; it will be builtgain, with plaza and moat, even in times of
distress.” Notice that the first sixty—nine weeks are distiisged. Gabriel refers to a period of “seven
weeks,” or a total of forty—nine years. This propheefers to the restoring and refortifying of Jelem
before being destroyed by the Babylonians, whiaeiscribed in Nehemiah 2 (444 BC). Following this,
Gabriel refers to another period of sixty—two we@k34 years). The date that Gabriel (and Nehemiah)
provides takes us to 33 AD. When Gabriel statestjl‘Messiah the Prince,” he is referring to Jesus
Christ’s last year on earth. If you're an engineean accountant, you're no doubt questioning my
figures, and rightly so. However, it's importantrezognize that there’s a difference between s@ars
(365 days) and prophetic years (360 da$3he biblical authors tend to use the latter ingrephetic
literature of Scripture. For example, the Apostbrd in the Book of Revelation, apparently used-360
day years in the calculatiofSHe is no doubt walking in step with Danf&IThis makes sense because
Daniel is the greatest commentary (i.e. explanagwer written on Revelation. So with a 360—dayryea
the end of the sixty—ninth week, after which thesilah will be cut off, is the year 33 ADOnce again,
we see thaGod is always right on timén fact, He has perfect timing!



In 9:26 Gabriel unveils the unspecified time betw#e sixty—ninth and seventieth weélbaniel writes:
“Then after the sixty-two weeks the Messiah will beut off and have nothing, and the people of the
prince who is to come will destroy the city and theanctuary. And its endwill come with a flood;
even to the end there will be war; desolations ardetermined.” It is important to note the phrase
“Then after . ..” The implication of this phrasethat there is a gap between the sixty—ninth and
seventieth week. Indeed, God’s prophetic clocldaael stopped at the end of the sixty—ninth set of
sevens. We're presently living in this period ofpecified duration between the sixty—ninth and
seventieth sets of seven, called “the church afjee"church age will end when Christ comes to ragptur
His bride to heaven. God's prophetic clock for énaill begin to run again after the rapture whia t
Antichrist comes. It's important to recognize thia “end times” or “last days” includes the entirae
frame from Christ’s death to His second coming.réfare, 9:26-27 is all part of the end times.

Now, let’s break down 9:26. The “cutting off” ofatMessiah refers to Christ’s crucifixion. The Hefore
verb translated “cut off’Karath) refers to the execution of wrongdoé&t3his concept depicts the fact
that “He [God] made Him [Christ] who knew no $embesin on our behalf’ (2 Cor 5:21a). Although
Jesus had never sinned, He died as a wrongdoaytthe price for our sin. Even the method of Hiatde
(crucifixion) was that of a crimindf. The phrase, “and have nothing,” refers to the thaat Jesus died
without apparent followers or possessionk.seemed to onlookers that He was a dismal failur

Gabriel also speaks about another prince in 9:25. the prince who is to come” (lit. “a princhetone
coming”). This prince is likely referring to the Ran general Titus who brings about the fall of
Jerusalent? One generation after Christ’s death, in 66 AD,idbwealots rebelled against Rome. In
response, the Romans overran the country, desgrolygnTemple in 70 AD. It has never been rebuilt.
Gabriel then makes it clear that the fall of Jelersd'will come like a flood.” The implication is &t from
the fall of Jerusalem on, God'’s people will be gadby watuntil the Prince of Peace comes. This is
confirmed in Matt 24:6 where Jesus said, “You Wwélhearing of wars and rumors of wars.” Wars will
continue up to the very end, but the climax todmistill come like a dam breaking loo%8l is critical
to recognize that there seems to be a doublelfidfiit in 9:25. Most likely, this prince is alsoefarence
to the Antichrist—the “little horn” of 7:8, 24—26.s0, the sacking of Jerusalem is a type of whiit w
take place during the Tribulation period.

Daniel concludes in 9:27 by describing the horadrthe final seven year periothnd he [the

Antichrist] will make a firm covenant with the many[unbelieving Israelfor one week, but in the
middle of the week he will put a stop to sacrificand grain offering; and on the wing of
abominationswill come one who makes desolate, even until a complete desttion, one that is
decreed, is poured out on the one who makes des@atThe Antichrist will apparently masquerade as
a friend of Israel, giving the Jewish people a safssecurity and allowing them to worship in their
newly rebuilt temple. However, this peace will s lived. The one who poses as Israel’s protestibr
become Israel’s persecutiThe Antichrist will restrict and prohibit worshiffhe cessation of worship
will happen at the midpoint of the Tribulation. Veseventy will come when Jesus returns to rule and
reign in Jerusalem. In the New Testament (Matt 2421Thess 2:3-4; Rev 13), we discover that the
Antichrist apparently places an image of himsethia temple and orders the world to worship hinisTh
event, which Jesus calls the “abomination of deswid begins the “great tribulation” (Matt 24:15:@).

At the end of the seven year period of tribulatiGod will slay the Antichrist (“the one who makes
desolate”y> Dan 11:40-45 discusses this event further andiedes with: “he will come to his end, and
no one will help him” (11:45b). Rev 19:19-21 and1Z0describe Satan and his henchmen being thrown
into the lake of fire. This will mark the end oftlseventy sets of seven and the beginning of the
Millennium, when the six goals of Dan 9:24 will hdfilled. This serves as another reminder that

God is always right on time

appreciate these sentiments. You've just surviveslaf the most difficult texts in the entire Bibifevet,
Dan 9 is also one of the greatest prophetic passadgcripture.

Studyjrgphetic literature ought to give us great confizke
in God. About 50% of the Bible’s prophecies haveady been literally fulfilled. Hence, you can ‘lsta
your life” on the fact that God will fulfill the ber 50% without exception. Dan 9 is incredibly sigant,
for it teaches us about God’s character and His, plarpose, and program. It reminds us that Géarie
and in charge over the universe and human his@og. can more than handle your marriage, family,
work, and churchGod is always right on timéndeed, His timing is perfect, and He's in contple
control.

There’s an amazing Scripture buried in the negtebtmk of 1 Chronicles. It's a verse that Bibledgtats
down throughout time have picked up on. The Chtenimakes reference to the men of Issacar who
followed King David. He says of these men that theyderstood the times and knew what Israel should
do” (1 Chron 12:32 NET). Of course, the princigiattstems from this brief remark is that you and |
should seek to be like the men of Issacar. In atleeds, we ought to understand the times and know
what we should do. This, of course, entails hagrggasp on God'’s prophetic Word. As we understand
the times and know what we should do, our marrigigesilies, workplaces, churches, and even our
county and country will never be the same.
