Discussion Questions:

1. Do you have a healthy prayer life that consists of daily communication and reflection with God?  How would you describe your prayer life?

8. Do you believe that God is able to answer your prayers?  Can you increase your prayer life without increasing your level of faith?

9. Does prayer humble you?   strengthen you?  give you peace?  How does gaining these characteristics, take you closer to your goal of being a disciple of Christ?
