We can see a pattern in the ministry of disciple training that Jesus carried on. He did not try to reach all the masses with the Gospel. Even if He had wanted to, the task would be too big. Rather He concentrated on a few selected ordinary men, who were "with Him" and to whom He gave both verbal instruction and a constant example - preparing them though their time with Him to do the same. A similar method of discipleship was practiced by the early churches in Acts.
 In the long term, devotion to preparing disciples who can reproduce themselves has the potential for greater growth than an emphasis on reaching the masses with large numbers of converts. Preaching to 100,000 people a day with perhaps 4% response would yield 23,360.000 converts in 16 years. Taking one convert for 6 months and building a disciple who can reproduce, then each another, then the four another, etc in 16 years would reach 4,000,000,000 people. Multiplication begins smal1, but ultimately yields greater results. And these are disciples, Christians growing and maturing, not babes in the faith demanding constant nurturing. Jesus left His disciples at the end of three years to carry on His ministry without Him.
