The following are Guidelines for each:

GUIDELINE

1.  For every entry please fill out an entry form and attach it to your entry. (Download at www.azagyouth.org)

2.  You may enter as many areas of competition - one entry per division.

3.  EVERY ENTRY will receive a participation award.  

4.  First, Second and Third Place winners for each division will be announced Saturday and awards will be given.

5.  All work must be done entirely by the girl entering the competition.

6.  Take entries to the Worship Center when you arrive at the campground. All entries must be turned in by 7:00 p.m. Friday night.  Judging will begin that evening.

7. Please sign in your entry with the “Skills Competition Representative” upon arrival.

8. Please complete all entries prior to Retreat.

DIVISIONS 

ART DIVISION
1.  Freehand no tracing but you may use ruler and drawing tools.

2.  Must be minimum size of 8 1/2 x 11 inches; maximum size of 18 x 24 inches

3.  Artwork must be on plain paper or canvas (no lined paper).

4.  Fabric painting on cloth (garment or picture)

5.  Ceramic or wood need not be molded or cut by the entrant but may be “ready to paint”

6. Frame or mount if applicable. 

FIVE CATEGORIES OF ENTRY

Pencil or Black Ink Sketching

Water Colors

Oils & Acrylics

Fabric Paint

Painted Ceramics & Wood

Judging will be based on artistic ability (skills), neatness, completeness, creativity (design) and display.

BAKING DIVISION
1.  Your entry must be made from scratch.  It can have only edible decorations.

2.  No Cheesecakes or items that must be kept refrigerated.

3.  Please attach your recipe to the entry.

4.  Baked goods will be auctioned off in a silent auction on Saturday after the awards and proceeds will go to benefit the “Alaska”; please bring it in something you don’t want returned.

THREE CATEGORIES OF ENTRY
Cakes

Cookies

Breads

Judging will be based on texture and flavor, appearance of entry, display, and originality.

CAKE DECORATION DIVISION
1.  You may decorate a cake mix, or a piece of cardboard (box).  We will not be judging content


under the decoration.

2.  Your decoration must be edible (icing, candy etc.).

3.  Your entry needs to have a title or theme.

Judging will be based on difficulty, appearance, originality (uniqueness and imagination), display, and use of theme.

CREATIVE WRITING DIVISION
1.  Choose one of the following for your theme:


a. Retreat Theme: “Letters to My Self: Divine. Delight. Desires”


b. A personal experience in your Christian life.


c. What it Means to be a Christian teenager in the public school system.

2.  All entries must have a spiritual emphasis or carry a spiritual thought.

3.  Entries must be typewritten (double-spaced) or handwritten neatly in ink.  You may receive


help with spelling and punctuation.

4. All entries should include a title page with your name and church name. 

5. Bring your work bound in a notebook style of folder that has three prongs.

THREE CATEGORIES OF ENTRY
Essay (less than 300 words)

Short Story (300 to 400 words)

Poetry (at least 12 lines, no more than 24)

Judging will be based on neatness, spelling, and sentence structure, depth/rhythm.  What is the

message?  Is there meaning and inspiration?

HANDCRAFTS DIVISION

1.  You must write a short description of your entry explaining the material used, pattern and


where the item should be used.

2.  This description may be typed (double-spaced) or handwritten neatly in ink.

FIVE CATEGORIES OF ENTRY

Embroidery

Knitting and Crocheting

Needlework (Cross-Stitch, Needlepoint, Quilting, etc.)

Beading (Necklaces, Earrings, etc.)

Weaving and Macramé

Judging will be based on construction, neatness, design, difficulty, and written narration.

MEDIA SLIDE PRESENTATION 
1. All entries must be done in PowerPoint or Keynotes.

2. You must have a least 15 slides and no more than 25 slides.

3. Please choose one topic from the following: “Letters to My Self: Divine. Delight. Desires”, How girls can be used today in the church, or Evangelism.

4. Within your presentation you will need to include your name, church name, and title of your presentation in the first slide. You will need to include Scriptures throughout presentation along with references. You may also include personal illustrations that go along with your topic.

5. You can use photos, animation, sound affects, video clips, and music. 

6. All work must be your original work. 

7. Save your presentation on a CD or thumb drive and bring to retreat.

8. You will be judged on creativity in design, message of your presentation, animation, and over all effort. 

PHOTOGRAPHY – 

1. Write a short description of your photo including your name, subjects name or location, the type of camera, software, and any other form of technology used to produce photo. Include an explanation of your subject, inspiration, and how it relates to the retreat theme. (“Letters to My Self: Divine. Delight. Desires”)

2. Photo should be at least a 5 x 7 and no larger than an 8 x 10. Photos can be color, black and white or sepia. 

3. Digital enhancements and touch-ups are allowed and encouraged. Enhancements would include: soft focus, changing a color photo from color to black and white or sepia, adding color to a black and white, etc. Enhancements would not include photo shopping in graphics that were not a part of the original photo. 

3. Please frame or mount your photo. 

4. A montage of up to three photos can be used. Do not use writing on your photo. 

5. All entries must be original work. 
SEWING DIVISION

1.  An adult can instruct or supervise, but the girl MUST do her own work.

2.  You may enter an item that was made in school or at home if it was made in the past year.

3.  You must write a short narrative describing your entry.  Include the date the garment was made, the type of material, style of garment, any unusual stitching, where item would be


useful, etc.

4.  This description must be typed (double-spaced) or handwritten neatly in ink.

5.  All garments must be size 2 or larger or they will be considered to be in the ‘Doll Clothes’


category.

THREE CATEGORIES OF ENTRY 

Difficult Garments (Dresses, Blouses, Pants with zippers, etc.)

Easy Garments (Aprons, Jumpers, Skirts, etc.)

Doll Clothes

Judging will be based on construction and neatness, choice of material, pattern difficulty, and

written narration.
