The meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by Sally Mapstone, convener.

Sally open the meeting with prayer.

Old Business:

	Georgi reported that plastic sign holders will be installed on the sides of the bathroom stalls in the main restrooms. Conservation related reading material will be placed in the sign holders and replaced periodically. Kurt will forward to Georgi and Sally copies of material that he has access to that can be added to the sign library.

	Items for church newsletters were discussed. The decision was made that a short explanation of the objectives of this committee would be included in the next issue of the newsletter. Sally agreed to write the article and submit it to the church office.

	Discussion continued on establishing the committee’s goals and objectives. The objective of environmental stewardship was established. The committee is currently looking for things that will help to improve what we now do. Recycling is a good fit for this first goal. Building improvements to reduce energy consumption are considered long term goals. It was also decided that before the committee measures the effectiveness of energy conservation measures, an energy audit would be appropriate to establish a baseline. Each e member is to bring at least five long and short term committee goals to the December meeting. Each of the five items should be assigned a priority.

	Bill agreed to forward to the committee the list of ideas for building changes to conserve energy that he presented at the October meeting.
New Business: 

New Technology was discussed:

	Georgi presented information on the Dyson Airblade, a high volume air hand dryer that would eliminate paper waste. Kurt will contact a local dealer to obtain the specifications for the product. Bill will research the power needs and design.

	Ernie presented information on a new water closet (To-To) that requires less water and less cleaning products. There are 9 water closets in the church.

	Kurt and Bill agreed to do research on the internet resources available for churches who want to be green that Diana Day forwarded to the committee. Mitchell agreed to provide the committee at the December meeting an update on practical and efficient use of lighting, with the emphasis on technology such motion sensors and light candle sensors. 

	Kurt offered to donate single stream recycling containers to place in each room in the church. Kurt also shared his ideas to promote the option of a paperless church newsletter. 

	Dan shared his idea of working with Lincoln Metals to set up a recycling program for church members and the funds collected from this program would be used for mission projects. Several options were discussed on what methods should be used to collect and sell the materials. Kurt will check to see if Lincoln would be willing to set up a program. 

	Bill opened discussion how green techniques could be incorporated in future remodeling projects. Bill also discussed installing programmable thermostats and adopting a plan to schedule evening meetings during the heating season more efficiently. The plan would attempt to schedule meetings within the same heating zone. Bill and Ernie will study the heating zones maps. Sally and Ernie will review the church calendar to determine when and where groups are currently meeting. The committee will review the findings at the next meeting.
