Bill is off this weekend speaking in Toppenish at a Spanish service there, where we know a lot of fellows and families from our area of Mexico.  Because of the snow in the pass and the time he will spend there, I did not go this time.  Thank you for your support this past year for us and the ongoing work in Mexico.

Some months have passed since writing but we are now in Washington State. We were able to be with our children and grandchildren this Christmas and for the New Years celebrations this past December which we enjoyed. 

In Michoacán things have continued on with plenty to do every day. On Saturday we had baptisms in the town of Aguililla, five this time, three men and two women. They are all young people except for a young couple, he is an agricultural engineer. They got their marriage back together because of the gospel. It was a long day and a long drive 240 miles going and coming home by night. The service was super good, and it was easy to preach to the people, saved and unsaved! They are in the process of buying land to build a church building on as they meet in a rented place.

Last evening we were down in La Ruana in hot country. The church there has grown and is now having classes for new converts who are to be baptized. As the Bible says, "The kingdom of God suffers violence and the valiant take it by force." Nothing good happens without prayer and the preaching of the gospel! I was happy with the good spirit in the church there, plus a lot of new converts, a lot of young people, and the baptisms coming up. The gospel works! I was happy that Nancy went down to La Ruana with me as people there wanted to see her. She is a little cautious of traveling at night but that is how it has to be, you have to get home. 

The next morning was taken up with talking with one of our pastors. He is the one who is buying Bibles which were ordered from the Mexican Bible Society in Mexico City. They will be put in our different churches to be on hand for a nominal fee to new people. This may seem hard hearted but they should be sold for whatever the person can afford so it will have some value to the buyer and be read. Some years back I had a new fellow with me all day as we ran around visiting people in different towns and he noticed that I had sold five New Testaments. He asked me "How much do you make selling Bibles?" I tried to avoid answering him but finally told him, "They cost $6 pesos each." He said “You are selling them for three and four pesos!" He thought that I was a poor business man! 

Sunday, in the morning we were at our home church with a huge crowd attending. It is getting close to a year since the move into the new building and attendance has at least doubled. If the church will pray, preach the gospel of salvation, live right, and be ethical in their doings, God does bring in the increase. We have to be trustworthy before Him with the treasures He gives us! 

Here at our home in Uruapan, there was a first. As I was printing, the lights went out. That is not rare, so I checked and sure enough it was from the street and not a breaker that tripped. Well, two fellows from the Federal Electric Commission finally came to fix the problem and it was caused by....... a bullet coming down, which happened to cut the wire clean in two! Just about makes you want to get a hard hat. They said it is not unusual! Well, good that we have a big God and a destiny to fulfill! 

Nancy has more treatments for the multi myeloma the first part of February. Instead of chemo this time, it will be a biological therapy, which helps the immune system fight the cancer. We appreciate your prayers.

While here in the States I’ve been speaking in some Spanish speaking congregations. On the 29th I’m flying home to Mexico. Thanks for your prayers, Bill and Nancy
