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Coming home was kind of a long trip but we made it home to Mexico after traveling all day. They take no chances and took a huge round about way to drive on freeways where it is reportedly safer from being stopped un-wantedly. From Guadalajara to Uruapan is normally three hours. It took five hours! Well, we were in the house by 9:30pm. These first class busses are terrible, if he hit 60 miles an hour it was by accident. Well, at least Nancy was happy with the calm ride.
 

As you can imagine  the house was moldy from being shut up during part of rainy season but that is easily fixed as the weather is sunny and dry. Opening the doors and windows clears things out! Nancy is waging an ongoing war with the dirt, dust, and mice that took over while we were gone!
 

Things keep going along here in the new local church. Nancy was surprised by all the new people. Since moving to the new building things really have grown. We had another baptismal service last Saturday with 22 adults being baptized. There were 12 men and 10 women. Some of them had to get some things straightened out like getting married. Women seem to like the gospel as it requires people to make commitments instead of taking the easy way out! We have to get some more baptismal certificates as we are again running out and have more baptisms coming up this Saturday in Aguililla! Nancy will not be going with as it's not the best area and we will come back at night besides. 
 

Pastor José Gutíerrez and I talked more about the FM radio station I have been trying to get started, he seems somewhat afraid of the penalty of operating a station without permission from the government. I need to talk again to José Moreno being an engineer he has some politically connected friends who could possibly help us with a permit. Americans have no idea how this country is run and the care the officials have for the good of the people or the country. Today our news reported that Mexico is the second leading country in the world as to the paying of bribes! 
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
