 All other dress guidelines apply (no tight fits, no flip-flops, no perfume / scented lotions) 

Men: 
 Navy dress shirt purchased Christmas 2016 (if ordering this year, $8 co-pay is due when shirts are received) 

 Black dress slacks and black shoes 

 All other dress guidelines apply (no flip-flops; no cologne or scented aftershave)

 Please don’t interrupt rehearsal by entry to / exit from the choir loft or orchestra area, but wait for an 

appropriate break.

Dress guidelines for Choir/Orchestra on Sunday mornings 
Ladies: 

 “Presentable” tops:  no T-shirts; no tank tops, no straps, no bare shoulders; no low-cuts; watch tight fits 

 Dresses/skirts covering the knees (even with leggings), slacks, or nice jeans (no holes or faded, not tight); 
no shorts 

 Also:  open-toed shoes are okay (no recreational flip-flops); no perfume / scented lotions
