Dear Christian Friend:

Greetings in the name of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ;

The time has arrived again for the election of the president for the Regular Arkansas Baptist Convention, Inc.

Candidates can and must submit their profile to the Election Committee and declare their candidacy by Tuesday of the Congress of Christian Education 2015.  Each person desiring to be considered for the office must be one who believes in and practices Baptist Doctrine, has pastoral experience with a Baptist church, participates in and is in good standing with their respective district association, has some experience with and knowledge of the work of our state convention, and is capable of and willing to represent us at the national convention level.

Additionally, each candidate must have fully registered for the past two (2) years with a Church subscribing to the Unified Budget Program of our convention or with a Church not subscribing.  If the candidate’s church is not a subscriber to the Unified Budget Program, the candidate’s church must have represented in all the sessions of the Convention over the past two (2) years in accordance with the representation schedule for that session. Finally, they must continue their registrations during the sessions of the convention this year leading up to and including the annual session. 

Each qualified candidate will be allowed ten (10) minutes to address the constituents of the convention during the Congress of Christian Education on Wednesday, 2015 and Tuesday during the annual session of the convention, 2015.   

The churches and districts associations must have registered according to the schedule of representation during the annual sessions of the convention over the past two years and be current and in good standing for this year in order to participate in the election.  This information will be obtained through the office of the Executive Secretary of the convention.  

All voting messengers’ names must be indicated on their respective church or district registration form during the annual session. This registration must take place by the close of registration on Wednesday, 2015. The maximum number of qualified voters per church is six (6). 
Qualified district associations are allowed two (2) delegates. No person will be allowed to vote more than once during the election.

Pastor who may have concern about their Church eligibility please bring all receipts to the Executive Secretary office before the close of registration on Wednesday, 2015.

The following procedures should be followed during the voting.

·   The voter will give their church or district name

·   Present a picture identification.

·   Sign your Church or District Official registration form.

·   Receive a ballot.

·   Vote your ballot in the voting area only.

·   Return ballot to the ballot box.

·   Please exit the voting area quietly.

Voting will be on Thursday, of the convention annual session, 2015 between the hours of 9:00 a.m. until 6:00 p.m.

Summary of Election Guidelines

Candidates

Must submit profile to the election committee by Tuesday of the Congress of Christian Education, 2015
Must be the pastor of a Baptist church or have had pastoral experience.
      Their church must be fully represented for the past two (2) years as well as this year.


Their church must be in good standing with their district association.


Have some experience with and knowledge of the work of the state convention.


Be willing to and capable of representing the state convention at the national level.


      Candidates will be allowed ten (10) minutes to address the convention during the Congress of Christian Education on Wednesday, 2015 and the Annual Session on Tuesday, 2015.  
Church & Voter Eligibility
Churches or Districts will be certified through Office of the Executive Secretary

Churches must be current and in good standing in Unified Budget Program for years 2013-2015
All qualifying churches are allowed a maximum of six (6) voting messengers.

All qualifying districts are allowed a maximum of two (2) voting messengers.

No person will be allowed to vote more than once.

All voting messengers must be listed on the official registration of their respective church or district association.

Churches not in Unified Budget Program must have registered at all sessions of the convention for the past two years as well as during the annual session this year.

Messengers must be a member/pastor of a Baptist church in the Regular Arkansas Baptist Convention, Inc.

Registration
Registration for voting will be closed at the end of registration on Wednesday 
Changes or updates on church or district voting messenger lists can only be made through the office of the Executive Secretary, but no changes can be made after the close of registration.

Election Procedures
Voting starts at 9:00 a.m. and end at 6:00 p.m. on Thursday
Inform poll worker of the name of church or district you are representing

Present picture identification

Sign church/district delegate list

Complete your ballot and return it to ballot box

Each Candidate may have only one pole-watcher in the polling place at a time
Pole-watcher may bring concern to the Election or Credential Chairman’s 

Results of the election will be announced during the session on Thursday night, 2015
