Ice Breaker Questions: 

1.    What is the most annoying way that someone has ever asked you for money?    

2.    Think about your last week, how many different ways have you been asked for money? 

3.    Answer this question honestly.  Would you rather give your time or your money to a legitimate cause?

Questions for group study: Paul is asking the Corinthian churches for a donation to continue his ministry.  Paul needs the money to continue his ministry, but he uses this passage to set up the theological and moral ways a person should give. Read 1 Corinthians 9:13-14; 2 Corinthians 9:6-15 five (5) times and pray for deeper understanding.  STOP! Do not go forward until you have read it five times and prayed!

1. Paul says in the text that we should be cheerful givers.  What is the definition of a cheerful giver?   

2. How does our selfishness make it difficult to be cheerful givers?  

3. The text says that God always provides for you everything that you really need.  How has that been true for you?  Give examples of ways God has provided for you.  

4. Paul says that our generosity will create great benefits for us.  What are ways that being generous has blessed you even more?   

   Miroslav Wolf in his book, Free of Charge: Giving and Forgiving in a Culture Stripped of Grace, writes about the fact that one way we respond to God’s generosity is to make ourselves available to God to be used by him.  He writes, “True, God gives so that we can exist and flourish, but not only that.  God gives so that we can help others exist and flourish as well.  God’s gifts aim at making us into generous givers, not just fortunate receivers.  God gives so that we, in human measure, can be givers too.” 

5. Do we just spend time in prayer thanking God for His gifts, or do we also spend time in prayer asking God to use us as His givers as well?   

6. List different ways that God can work through us to be cheerful givers.   

7. God provides for us, but He also expects us to give generously from the gifts that He gives us.  In order to be generous givers we need to remember that all that we have belongs to God anyway.  What are ways we can give back to God?  

8. What has been your experience with benevolence ministry? What has worked well and what has needed improvement?

9. How have you balanced being discerning with compassion?

10. How do you define what someone is genuinely in need of?

Conclusion 

Have someone close the group in prayer asking that we will be vessels of God’s generosity to the world, and that he will use us to teach others about His generosity.   

Things to Practice 

1. Spend time in prayer asking God to help you see the many gifts He has given to us.   

2. As you are reminded of God’s blessings this week take the time to right them down.  At the end of the week spend time in prayer thanking God for the blessings He has given you.   

3. Practice being a cheerful giver this week and giving from your own heart.   

4. Try to spend the week giving to others first rather than demanding from others first.
