5. Can you think of a difficult time you’ve faced that could have been avoided if 

you’d applied the principles of Scripture? 

 

For growing our faith, what we do is more significant than what we know. 

Unapplied truth is like paint. It doesn’t do anybody any good until it is applied. 

 

You can have a lot of knowledge about the Bible,  

but it’s not until you are moved to application, that you’re faith grows.  

– actually loving your enemies, showing forgiveness, practicing generosity.
