History 
In 1972, Emmanuel Church Council directed 
Dorothy Schnaible as minister of ChrisƟan 
EducaƟon, to found a preschool as a ministry 
of the congregaƟon. 
Mrs. Schnaible’s mother, Thelma Meyer, 
donated $1000, and the preschool was born. 
The original goal was to establish a ChrisƟan 
preschool for children 3 and 4 years of age 
and for 5‐year‐old children who are not yet in  
kindergarten.
