NO natural gas (stove, grill, or boiling water) 

NO clean water (1 gal. per person per day) Drink & Bathe 

NO telephone service  (mobile/landline, internet/satellite) 

NO stores open in your area (cash only if no power) 

NO pharmacy open in your area (for meds, refills, etc.) 

NO first aid kit (cuts, injuries, bruises, bandages, etc.) 

NO gas stations open in your area for gas (cash only) 

NO banks open in your area for cash (no ATM power) 

NO cash on hand (no debit or credit accepted w/o power)   

NO roads open (trees & power lines blocking roads) 

NO food for each person, baby & pet (can & dry goods) 

NO manual can opener, candles, batteries, matches, etc. 

NO baby supplies (diapers, formula/milk, wipes, meds, etc.) 
NO survival or readiness plan  (no generator, etc.)
