(classroom in northwest corner of Fellowship Hall)    

2nd Grade: Mary Room 

(classroom in lower Commons just right of stairs) 

   Upstairs: 3rd   Grade: Abednego 

(classroom up the stairs through the balcony to left) 

  4th & 5th  Grade: Meshach Room 

(classroom up the stairs, turn right & straight back to the large education room) 

 

Attendance  Faithful attendance in Sunday school and worship are encouraged. 

   Teachers will take weekly attendance. Attendance sheets are in folders in classrooms. 

   Ideas for families: 

   Explain to the child that you made a promise at their baptism to bring them to  

   church and help nurture their faith. Arrange clothes the night before. 

   Some families do sleep-overs on Friday night only. If a friend stays  

    over on Saturday night, bring them to Sunday school and church. 

   Tell kids: “We GET to go to church!”(not we” have” to); use positive  

   attitude: “This is what our family values/feels is important.”
