Brother and Sisters, there is a need for this Convention to respond to the impact of Hurricane Laura that have                    
devastated our communities in Louisiana and Texas. I thank you for your response to other weather events and the                   
assistance we were able to provide to our Brothers and Sisters in other areas that were affected by these devastating                    
storms. 
 
We will implement the Disaster Relief support structure in place to facilitate our quick response to this weather                  
event. A critically important element to this Convention’s ministry response to disasters is the life impacting                
donations of Disaster Relief items and assistance from the Churches, Districts and Regions of this Convention.  
 
I urge you to solicit from your congregation the items listed below; the items are packaged as stated and prepared                    
for pick up by ​Ewing Moving and Storage ​by ​September 18, 2020. These Disaster Relief items will be deployed to                    
the disaster area as soon as the authorities deem travel safe in this area.  
 
The Missions Department under the leadership of Pastor E. Wayne Jones, the Laymen Ministry led by Brother                 
Robert Pope and the Women Ministry led by Dr. Eleanor Muirhead are coordinating with Disaster Management                
Ministry of the National Baptist Convention USA, Inc., and this Convention. The Regional Gathering Points and                
contact persons are identified below. 
 
Also, your community group(s) may deliver Disaster Relief Items to the Gathering Point Churches or locations                
shown below in your Region. Financial donations are to be made payable to ​TN BM&E Convention, Inc. ​and                  
mailed to ​Post Office Box 280645, Nashville, TN 37228​.

These newly purchased items must be packaged in a manner that enables them to be safely palletized and                  
transported. Consider partnering with others in your area to fill the container with similar items to prevent damage                  
or spillage during shipping. ​Each container must be sturdy (such as a U-Haul or UPS boxes) with                 
measurements of 2x2x2 or 2x2x4, secured and labelled. ​Please do not send or take individual or bagged items                  
to the Gathering Points. Donations from stores such as Sam’s Club or Target are welcomed, however, please                 
ensure the items comply with the packaging requirements.
