It was just a few short years ago
that 1 spoke at Vivian (Dr. Pan-
ton’s) retirement and said to him,
“Vivian, I am a witness, you can
retire from one place like Jamaica
Constabulary Force, but you do
not retire from the work of the
Kingdom and where the King may
take you in the years ahead.” And
now the years ahead have come
and gone and Vivian has passed
from this life to his eternal home
with his Heavenly Father, and we
are left today with only the
memory of his trademark smile.

When I heard of Vivian’s death I
knew immediately that I would do
everything in my power to be here
with you today. You see, Vivian
was not just a friend to me and to
many others. He was not just an-
other pastor, or just another police
chaplain. Neither was he just an-
other member of the organization
to which we both belonged, the
International Conference of Police
Chaplains. While he was one of
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Chaplain Dan Nolta

our many members from 20 differ-
ent countries he was more, much
more.

I first met Vivian in 1999 and was
immediately captivated by his Ja-
maican accent, his inclusive smile,
his ready wit and intelligence.
Over the years, Vivian became to
me a friend, brother in the Lord,
consultant, traveling companion
and role model.

When Vivian came to ICPC he
brought an influence outside of
North America. We found in him
a leader who inspired us all, cer-
tainly including me, to take a look
beyond the boundaries and see
police chaplaincy programs that
were solidly growing and flourish-
ing right under our collective nos-
es...programs like the one he grew
right here for the Jamaica Con-
stabulary.

Vivian’s invitation brought me
here in 2000 to get a close up look
at this police chaplaincy program
he had told us about...I was not
disappointed. The program here
demonstrates great care and con-
sideration for the men and women
of the Jamaica Constabulary. It
utilizes the best of full time chap-
lains and station pastors. It is a
readily transferable type of pro-
gram that I could see then, and see
now as a model to be utilized in
many other countries as we go for-
ward.

The visit to Jamaica and other
countries set a fire under me to see
police chaplaincy spread across
the world. Vivian joined me in
that endeavor and together we

traveled to Africa and later to
Guatemala.

Vivian was chosen as my traveling
companion on these trips because
of his intense commitment to po-
lice chaplaincy and its benefit to
police officers and their families.
He had birthed one of the finest
and most comprehensive chaplain-
cy programs in the world and
could share that successful model.
Those qualifications, coupled with
his ability to meet people, include
people and to communicate his
heart, made him an ideal ambassa-
dor for ICPC and cause of police
chaplaincy.

Vivian traveled to Africa, teaching
with me in Kenya in 2004, It was
the very first training conducted
by ICPC outside of North Ameri-
ca. The Kenyans loved him. Lat-
er Vivian and I went together to
Guatemala where we consulted
with the National Civil Police and
were privileged to witness their
chaplaincy program’s birth. A
year ago October I went with Gary
and Maxine Welsh and some oth-
ers to assist in training their first
100 chaplains.

It was out of the Guatemala expe-
rience and the passing of leader-
ship to now Assistant Commis-
sioner of Police, Dr. Gary Welsh,
that the Caribbean Region of
ICPC was established. Because of
the groundwork laid by Vivian
and Gary...another first... the first
ever outside of North America
Annual Training Seminar of the
International Conference of Police
Chaplains was held right here in

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Jamaica a year and a half ago.

In 2002 Vivian was honored by
ICPC as he was added to the ranks
of those who have received the
International Conference of Police
Chaplain’s John A. Price Award
for “Excellence In Chaplaincy.”

It is given to
police chaplains from across the
world who have distinguished
themselves among their peers as
the “best of the best.”

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Regional Chaplains Response to Super Storm Sandy

As we enter into the 15" week
since Hurricane Sandy hit the
shores of New Jersey and New
York we look back at the defini-
tive stages of emotional and spir-
itual highs and lows. In the begin-
ning, there was a sense of denial.
The previous year we were threat-
ened by Hurricane Irene. Prepara-
tions and evacuation plans were
put into place but flooding and
damage was minimal. The first
problem in Sandy was the choice
of many not to evacuate. Residents
had a very short warning when
Sandy suddenly made the left turn
into our shoreline. Within an hour
in many neighborhoods they
where swept away by the storm
surge. Residents were forced to
their upper floors and rooftops to
seek safety. This put all of our
emergency response personnel in
grave danger. Many of our Police,
Fire and EMS workers were put-
ting their own families in harm’s
way and risking their own lives in
the rescue effort. Police Depart-
ments, Fire Houses and First Aid
buildings were totally destroyed or
damaged during the storm.

On October 30" ICPC Region #5
went into full disaster mode. A
trailer was donated by a local of-
ficer and our “Sandy Incident
Command Center” was estab-
lished on the grounds of Calvary
Lighthouse in Lakewood New Jer-
sey. A call was made to the Disas-
ter Committee requesting a
standby list of Chaplains willing
to come and serve our region. At
this point we had enough of local
ICPC Chaplains to handle the op-
eration. The Command Center was
manned by ICPC Chaplains 24/7.

Verizon was very helpful in
providing half dozen cell phones
at no charge. These phones were
limited to the use of the Chaplains
who were sent to the field.

The location of our Command
Center became the mustering loca-
tion for Convoy of Hope. There
were times when ICPC Chaplains
accompanied Convoy as they dis-
tributed supplies in the New Jer-
sey and New York areas. We
found it a great asset to have bi-
lingual Chaplains working with
us. Our Chaplains held services
and offered CISM to Convoy and
the workers at Calvary Light-
house.

One of the most significant ser-
vices of the ICPC Chaplain was to
accompany citizens as they were
shuttled to their homes to assess
the damage. CISM with first re-
sponders was started immediately.
We found a tremendous amount of
anger from these servants over the
refusal and attitude of residents
who failed to heed the warning to
evacuate. During this period, I was
receiving numerous calls a day
requesting CISM from OEM,
CERT police, fire and EMS.

Here we are, 15 weeks later, thou-
sands are still in motels/hotels;
thousands are with relatives. We
are at a stage of desperation and
hopeless with many residents. We
have had blizzards and subzero
temperatures with people living in
mold infested homes without heat,
gas or electric. Homes with over
50% damage must be destroyed.
Most reconstruction on the shore-
line requires elevation which has
yet to be determined by Munici-
palities. Many are just walking
away from their homes.

FEMA has since hired Chaplain
James Davis, John Negrotto and
myself as “Disaster Crisis Counse-
lors.” Our credentials with the
State of New Jersey made it possi-
ble for this tremendous opportuni-
ty. The three of us are “New Jer-
sey Disaster Response Crisis
Counselors” a division of New
Jersey Department of Homeland
Security.

At our RTS in April we will be
having a panel on the lessons
learned from
Sandy and the
Newtown school
shooting.

Please keep us in
your thoughts and
prayers.

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Editors Note: This is part one of a
series of articles reflecting on
ICPC'’s 40 year history.

Father Joe Dooley — our first pres-
ident — had a dream in the early
1970’s to put together a list of Po-
lice Chaplains around the Country.
He envisioned being able to utilize
the services and expertise of Po-
lice Chaplains in different commu-
nities in times of crisis. In July of
1974 1 had the privilege of meet-
ing with the first group of Police
Chaplains in Chicago.  Father
Dooley had connections with the
International Conference of Police
Associations and we were invited
to hold our first meeting during
their Conference. At that first
meeting in Chicago there were 26
Police Chaplains. We sat around a
table and shared ideas, dreams and
wishes. ICPC has always brought
forth education, training and ca-
maraderie. In 1975 we followed
the International Conference of
Police Associations to Seattle
Washington. In 1976 we met as
our own organization and incorpo-
rated in Albuquerque New Mexi-
co. Chaplain Jack Price was elect-
ed as the Second President of
ICPC in 1977.

ICPC has continued to grow and
flourish during the past 40 years.
There are now many members
worldwide and our organization
continues to grow by leaps and
bounds. On December 1, 1985,
Dave and Ellen DeRevere took a
giant leap of faith and took the full
time position of Executive Secre-
tary of ICPC. The scope and re-
sponsibilities of that position have
also continued to grow and that

title was changed to Executive Di-
rector. The International Confer-
ence of Police Chaplains purpose
is to assist, help and strengthen
police chaplains around the world.
This is accomplished in many
ways. Quarterly the ICPC Journal
is a constant source of information
and communication. There is a
Memorial Bible program whereby
the ICPC, on behalf of the mem-
bers, sends a note and a Bible to
the family of Officers killed in the
line of duty. For many years there
has been a certification program.
Chaplains can attain Basic, Senior
or Master level certification.
About 5 years ago two new cre-
dentials have been added: Diplo-
mat and Fellow. This program has
been very successful with 100’s of
chaplains being certificated in the
different levels.

It is a real privilege to be a police
chaplain. You are involved in the
most sacred moments of people
lives. You are able to bring peace
where there is violence, justice
where there is injustice and order
where there is chaos. As police
chaplains we pride ourselves on
confidentiality and availability.
We are there 24 hours per day,
365 days per year to bring God’s
saving love, saving grace and sav-
ing hope to those in need. We try
to do all of this in a non-
judgmental way.

As a police chaplain you will ex-
perience things that you only
dreamed about and then you will
dream about the things you experi-
enced the rest of your life. You
will see and experience more in
one year than most people will see
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and experience in a life time. In
the same way you will have more
opportunity to do good for others
in one year than most people will
have in a life time. Law enforce-
ment is a profession where hero-
ism is expected and seldom re-
warded.

Police and chaplains are human
problem solvers. When people are
in trouble they call the police.
When the police are in trouble
they call the chaplain. The Interna-
tional Conference of Police Chap-
lains has always been there to sup-
port, help and encourage police
chaplains. There are constantly
new members who are utilizing
the services of this organization.
By continuing to serve in a profes-
sional and caring manner we are
the best advertisement for police
chaplaincy. 1

Newtown, Connecticut Tragedy

The day after the shooting in New-
town I was contacted by our team
leader for the Fraternal Order of
Police Critical Incident Response
Service, Michael Haley. He let me
know that he had received a call
from National FOP President,
Chuck Canterbury who requested
that Mike and another peer re-
spond to Newtown, CT Police De-
partment. The next day Mike and |
were on the road travelling to
Connecticut, unsure of what we
would find once we got there.

When we arrived in Newtown we
found a small police agency
(approximately 40 sworn) who
had found themselves thrust into
an International spotlight. The at-
tention from the media which this
event was obviously attracting
would be enough to cause stress
within an agency. Combine that
with the fact that Newtown is such
a small and tight knit community
and you can well imagine it was
overwhelming.

Several things struck me during
the time we were there attempting
to normalize the officers reactions
to such an abnormal situation. The
first was the fact that their entire
law enforcement community
seemed to be very connected and
supportive. The Connecticut State
Police were there serving as
“shields” for the victims’ families
as they mourned and held funeral
services for their children in pri-
vate. The State Police also were
clearly assisting the Newtown PD
Detectives with the criminal inves-
tigation that still had to take place.
With such an enormous crime sce-

ne to process the Newtown Detec-
tive Bureau was obviously over-
whelmed and seemed to accept the
State Police assistance gladly.

Neighboring towns from what
seemed to be all across Connecti-
cut were sending marked patrols
and officers to assist with calls for
service in Newtown. Each day dif-
ferent town cruisers and personnel
were showing up for each shift,
some from an hour or two away.
The camaraderie and compassion
displayed by these foreign agen-
cies for their brothers and sisters
of Newtown PD was truly heart-
warming.

Newtown PD Command Staff was
impressive to me in the way they
displayed caring and compassion
for their own personnel. This was
clearly not just a reaction in this
evil event, but a daily way of life
within their agency. During our
time there we would frequently be
pulled aside by one of the com-
mand staff who was concerned for
particular personnel and wanted to
make sure we spent time with
them.

The entire Newtown community
was also very supportive of the
police department. It seemed like a
never ending parade of citizens
stopping by the station with all
types of food for the agency per-
sonnel as their way of supporting
their cops. One day a restaurant
owner stopped by with some food,
telling the officers that someone
had called in from several states
away with his credit card number.
He told the restaurant owner to run
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$1,000 on his credit card for food
for the police department for the
week. This was not an isolated
incident either; a local donut shop
received a similar call for a few
hundred dollars of donuts to be
delivered through the week.

FAITH was clearly what was get-
ting the entire community through
this horrible situation. The com-
munity was being represented by
clergy from a multi-faith based
community. For me it was so
beautiful to see these men and
women of various faiths standing
side by side pledging to serve the
citizenry. It reminded me so much
of what we in ICPC strive to do
each and every day at our depart-
ments. Regardless of an officers
faith, whether that faith aligns
with our personnel faith or not, we
stand by them and provide that all
important “Ministry of Presence.”
While not using that term, it is ex-
actly what was being practiced in
Newtown.

It was an honor and privilege to be
able to serve with the Fraternal
Order of Police during that event.
