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Responding to Trials

With everything going on in the world and in this
nation, | have to be reminded frequently about how |
am to respond to the negative circumstances of this
life. God never promised that life would be easy. On
the contrary, Jesus told his followers. “I have told
you these things, so that in me you may have peace.
In this world you will have trouble. But take heart! |
have overcome the world.” (John 16:33)

Jesus told this to his disciples after explaining to
them that he would be “going away” through his
death and resurrection. He was comforting them
and letting them know they would not be left alone,
but that the Holy Spirit would come to them and do
those things only the Holy Spirit can do — “prove the
world to be in the wrong about sin and righteousness
and judgment: about sin, because people do not be-
lieve in me; about righteousness, because | am going
to the Father, where you can see me no longer; and
about judgment, because the prince of this world
now stands condemned... he will guide you into all
the truth. He will not speak on his own; he will speak
only what he hears, and he will tell you what is yet to
come. He will glorify me because it is from me that
he will receive what he will make known to
you.” (John 16:8-11, 13-14)

God has given us the power of the Holy Spirit to
live the kind of lives that bring him glory even when
circumstances are bleak! And the written Word of
God tells us that we are to love God above all else
and love our neighbor as ourselves. It also explains
very clearly what that kind of love acts like. This de-
scription is recorded in 1Corinthians 13:4-8.

“Love suffers long and is kind; love does not envy;
love does not parade itself, is not puffed up;

does not behave rudely, does not seek its own, is not
provoked, thinks no evil;
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does not rejoice in iniquity, but rejoices in the truth;
bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things,
endures all things. Love never fails.”

There are so many things happening all around us
that can make us angry and some of it, rightly so. But
what we allow our thoughts to dwell on will sooner
or later come out as words and actions. It is best to
follow the instruction given in Scripture - not go to
bed angry. When | catch myself wanting to verbally
tear someone down, it is time for me to ask God’s
forgiveness and let the love that “thinks no evil”
dwell in me.

Getting caught up in business that is not mine is
also a trap | can fall into. Too often we hear second
hand information and make a quick judgement, and
then we pass it on as if we were doing a favor! God
forgive us! One of the Proverbs says that getting
involved in someone else’s business is like pulling a
dog’s ears. And boy! It can come back to bite you.
I’'ve done it. We have probably all done it. Gossiping
and slander are condemned by Scripture.

All of these things are happening everywhere we
turn. Let’s saturate our minds with God’s Word so
that it dwells richly in us. Let’s look to the Son of God
who is clearly described in the Word and examine
what “Jesus” we are following. Because if my mouth
confesses Jesus but my actions show something else,
it is not the Son of God that | am following.

When we live a life saturated by the Word of God
and the indwelling presence of the Holy Spirit, some
people will treat us with contempt. What is that to
us? Why should we care what people think of us?
We are children of the Living God, the God and
Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, the God who is Love!

He is beyond
time and space, regardless of distance, time zone difference,
pandemic and language; He makes it possible for the
Kingdom to reach several countries as He intended it. It was
His intention for our healing. We give all the praise to God
for all who sacrificed to facilitate this Healing seminar. May
you all be blessed abundantly.”
